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THE VANISHING SURPLUS.

M:llions Wasted by Gireedy Repablican
Money-Grablbers.

In less than four months’ time after
potting full control of the Government
the Republican party has succeeded in
mare than disposing of the surplus and
placing itself in such a position that it
m1st either repudiate all its pledges to
the soldiers or place a heavy burden of
debt upon the country. In an interview
ex-speaker Carlisle says: “It is already
apparent that the appropriationafor the
ordinary expenses of the Government
for the next fiscal year will be largely
in excess of the Secretary’s gstimate.
It has been stated on the floor of the
House by a Republican member of the
committee on appropriations that the
sum of £142,000,110.30 will be required,
and if this is correet there will be a
deficit of €57,000,110, instead of a sur-
plus, even if none of the extravagant
appropriations (new pensions, Blair
bill, direct tax, ete.) that I have men-
tioned shall he made.” When asked
whether or not all these bills would
pass, the ex-Speaker responded:

O ecourse 1L is impossible for me to say
whether they will or not. Bat ene thing is
certain, and the eountry ought to anderstand
it. They will e passed if the Repuhlican party
wints ta poss them, It has the Senate, the
House and the President, and the rules hoave
Peeen soehaniaesd that the Demoerats can nelther
defeat por deiny any moasure that the majority
may sen proper to introduce, The pension
hills can be taken up any day nnd passed, and
so et all the others, If the repeated pledies
made to the soldiers and others by the Heput-
Hean party are not redoemed at this seasion of
Comgress, it will be because that party does not
wanl to redeem them and docs not fatend to
o 8o, It hns no excuse whatever for a fallure
to promptly pass all these bills, and If this
seusinn closes without their passage, 1t will be
useless for it hereafter to pretend that it is in
favor of them. The time and opportunity have
com, and the party must take the whole re
spoasibility for action or non-action. It is true
that the passage of these bills, or any oconsider
akle part of them, would make It absolutely
necessary to impose additional taxes upon the
people, ¢r largely to increase the publie deb! by
the lssue of pew bonds; but the Republican
party kuew this just a3 well when it made its
promises to the soldiers as It knows it now,
and, therefore, it cannot escape responaibllities
on that groundl.

Mr. Carlisle mizht well have said that,
s0 far ns the pension bills are concerned,
they will not be passed. The Republican
party cares nothing for theold soldier
after it gets his vote.  The only pledges
the Republican party ever redeems are
those made to the corporations, monop-
olies und trusts. These will be redeemed
thongh the veterans die in the poor-
house.

it Reduces the lu-n-mu-n Without Reduc-
ing Monopaly Protection.

The bill of the ways and means com-
mittee for reducing the internal revenue
and the tarifl, now ready to be reported
to the House, rors far towand redocming
the promise of the Republican party to
make the leading viees of tho country
free and prosperous. The removal of
the tax from alcohol nsed in the arts is
equivalent to free whisky, as no method
has yet been discovered for preventing
frauds undor such a law. Manufactured
tobaceo is to be four eents a pound
cheaper, and the tax on snufl is re-
pealed altogether. Theso changes aro
presumahly among the great moral
ideas for which the Republican purty
claims distinction.

This alleged reform of the tariff in-
cludes a large incroase of the tailf on
wool, cansing clothing and caipets to
rost the consumer mwore than ever, and
offers the farmer as a solace an Increase

of the tariff on butter, egps, barley
and  buckwheat, which are im-
ported in such small quantities as

not to affect the great mass of thed

farmors at all.  The bill makes a cut of
from 50 to 60 per cent. in the duty on
sugar and of 25 per cent. in the duty on
molasses, because these reductions wiil
bonefit the weal thy North and West at
the exponse of the “infant industries”
of the South, and because the tarifl
on these articles was almost an entirely
revenue tarifl, as distinguished from a
monopoly-protecting tarift. The tarifl
on lin-piate is raised to a prohibitive
peint thereby cutting off entirely the
6,000,000 rovenue which the Govern-
ment has hitherto derived from that
souree, and at the same time enahling
the infant tin-piate monopoly of this
country to double its prices if it
pleases.  Such are the effects of intrust-
mg the reformation of the war tarifl
to the scheming villains who first de-
vised it

The important point in this bill is the
fact that it reduces the revenues of the
Government without reducing monopoly
“protection.™ Its policy all the way
through is to build up and enrich the
Eastern manufacturers at the oxpenes
of every other industry, and espoecially
at the cxpeonse of the Western "armer.

It is heyond the
bounds of possibility that the people
will permit this disgrace to outlive the
term of _the Harrison-Dudley adminis-
tration, and it is the part of those who
believe in the full performance of the
people’s pledges to the soldiers to guard
their inisrests in this matter against
the worse than rebels and traitors who
have been placed in power by Mr. Har-
rison.

OUR CHINESE TARIFF.

The Effect Tt Has Had on Sheep-Rulping
in the United States.

Except during the eivil war sheep-
raising has been for fifty years a de-
clining business in  this country for
reasons beyond the control of legisla-
tion. The number of sheep per ecapita
of populntion was nearly 50 per cent.
greater in 1540 than in 1880, and at the
latter date there bhad  been thirteen
years of the highest “protection™ for
wool known in our history. lere are
the official figures:
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The  ecurrent  census show a
greater disparity  between  population
anil number of sheep than existed in
1850, I 1540 there sere Lo 000 more
sheep than peapie tn the United States
In 180 there are, it is estimated, 22,
000,000 more peaple than sheep,

Whatever else protection has done it
has not Luilt up the sheep indusiry. It
has been demonstrated that no tariifs
can do this, The industry could scarce-
Iy decline more rapidly under a policy
of absolute tree trade
under the system of Chinese protection.
