Cabot I.odffe, the Massachusetts

who stands as sponsor in the
House of Ilepreseiitativcs for the in-

famous l'ederal election bill, is a de-

scendant of (George Cabot, who was a
memb-r- of the notorious Essex junto.

The Essex junto
was overthrown by tho triumphs of
Democracy; its members went croaking
and lamenting to their graves, some of
them publicly deploring the separation
of the colonies from the Itritish crown,
and although their descendants organ-
ized further opposition to Demoeracy
on practically the same lines
they never again, dared to raise
aloft in the light of day the old Fed-

eralist motto of "Down with tho peo-

ple."' The triumph of Democracy over
this element was of as much importance
as the triumph of tho revolutionary
army against King George's regulars
and mercenaries. The ono was thn
complement of the other, and without
the triumph of Democracy over Amer-- I

iean aristocracy and privilege the tri-- i

umph of the patriot army over the
liritish monarchy would have been of
little avail. There would have been a
change of masters and no more,

Cabot l.odgo fears and hates the peo-- i

rle v as his ancestors hated and
feared them three generations ago. He
wants to govern them and to control
them. If they do not vote as he wishes,
or if they do not vote at all, lie would
like to hae in use ollicial machinery
that would compel them to vote and to
vote as he thinks they should vote. He
lias no sympathy with and no under
standing of the .lelfersonian idea that
the people are capable of governing
themselves, of correcting errors as they

I'enjamin Harrison has been Cresi-dent-

tho I'nited States for a little
moro than sixteen months. Though
elected as an avowed advocate of civil
service reform, on a platform sensation-
ally aggressive in favor of the exten-
sion of the principles of that reform to
all grades of tho public sorvico. he has
made a record never before equaled in
in tho displacement of otlice-holde- rj

opposed to him in politics, and the ap-

pointment of pirty workers of his own
political faith to leecol thorn. This
ought to havo endeared him to that ele-

ment of his party, which is numerically
much the larger part of it, which looks
upon politics as a means of getting
something for one's self. Somehow,
this result has not been achieved.

Humiliatingas the confession may be,
it is certain that Dr. Harrison is not a
popular man. even in tho ranks of his
own party. Ho has not voluntarily for-

feited the respect of the rank and iilo
of theg. o. p. He has, in truth, striven
hard to give satisfaction. Though a
man that has been largely advertised as
possessing piety of the most unrelent-
ing variety, ho has not proscribed thy,
unregeneratn who aided in his election.
In his ollicial family sits a man whoso
presence thero is due to his success in
raising corruption funds. His most
trusted and influential adviser, outside
the Cabinet, is a man who refuses to
deny tho charge of having abstracted
5h'io.uuu from a State Treasury. Somo
of his appointees havo been convicted
of felonies, and a great many others
ought to have been. These facts indi-
cate that the Cresident has been anx-
ious to show that he is not too proud or
too good to recognize the services of any
element of his party. And yet they do
not love him.

it is significant, too, that tho colored
element of the Nashville convention
was conspicuous in the opposition to
the resolution to indorse the administra-
tion. The colored voters in tho South
did not contribute much to .Mr. Har-
rison's election, but those of the North
held the balance of power in several
States, and it was their totes that mado
his .success possible. On the basis of
tho white vote, Mr. Harrison was
beaten badly. His presence in tho
White House is duo to the prejudice
which compels colored men to vote tho
Uepublican ticket, contrary to their
own interests and tho good of the coun-
try. And yet one of these lie publicans
testiticd that thero is all over the
South, under tho reij;n of Dr. Har-
rison, an elfort to slap the nero in the
face.

The Democratic party is not particu-
larly interested in the unpopularity of
tho President. His renomination would
not be an overwhelmine; misfortune for
the Democratic candidate in ls;ij. If
we may judjjo of his whole term by that
nart of it already past, we could ;o to
the country upon the record thus d

with the most sanguine hopes of
success. Hut unless he does something
to .strengthen his hold upon the

element of his party his
seems hardly among the

possibilities. Tho Nashville incident
is certainly ominous.

COLUMBIA'S BIG DAY.

Th of the State Tnl-rit- jr

Celebrate,) An Imn)ene and
Kntliuiiattlc Crowd .emble to Com-
memorate a Triumph of CIriliiatlon.
Coi.u.MiiiA. Mo., July 4. Tho celebra-

tion of tho al anniversary
of the State I'niversity of Missouri is
coincident with the celebration cf tho
Nation's birth. It was on the Fourth
of July, 1S40, that the corner-ston- o of
the original edifice, was laid, and y

that event was celebrated. The men
who have consecrated their lives to tho

of this institution saw, afar
otT, the approach of that monumental
year which should mark tho close of tho
first half century of it existence. They
began to preparo for its observance in
a fitting and proper way. It was
designed to m ike tho occasion ono
of commemoration of the past and
piophecy of tho future. With that
zeal and energy which has characterized
them in every thing pertaining to this
work they began the formulation of a
programme which should represent and
express their civic spirit of the State.
This they havo carried out, and their
elforts culminated y in a memora-
ble observance.

Governor Francis, State Treasurer

Arthur Winslow and Adjutant-Gener-

Wyckham drove over in carriages lat
night from Jefferson City. They worn
joined hero by Colonel Garth, of Han-
nibal, a member of the Governor's
stall. The ollicial party thus
included about ten persons, and besides
these there were many prominent men
from all the countries comprising this
section of the State. Excursion trains
began running into Columbia at
an early hour this morning. One from
Fulton and Sturgeon arrived at threo
o'clock. Tho regular trains on tho
Wabash branch from Contralia worn
double their usual size and every seat
was filled, with many passengers stand- -
ing. On all thn turnpike roads for
which I'oono County is famous, carriages,
wagons and four-wheel- and

vehicles brought thousands
more, until by ten o'clock the broad
.streets of this beautiful university
tow n w ere crowded with a massof peoplo
fr(ml outside points numbering not leas
than live thousand.

A great num-
ber of people who came after that hour
were unablo to secure admittance,
and tho corridors outside wero soon
filled and the crowd surged out
over the wide flight of steps leading to
the east entrance of the building on
the front. Tho vast stage was empow- -
ered in tloivers.and in addition to the elo-

qnenco of tho flowers there wero mottoes
expressivoof the occasion and the spirit
of tho day. After tho procession had
reached the University campus there
was but little delay. Tho heroesof ls;;;
who aro called the '4'Jors in University
parlance, wero conducted to seats on tho
stage.

At the conclusion of General Guitar's
address Governor Francis was intro-
duced. In concluding, the orator pledged
himself at tho coming session of tho
Legislature to urge justico and liberal-
ity to the University, and drew a picture
of tho centennial anniversary in 1940,
when, with ample endowment, enlarged
curriculum and graduates in every walk
of life, the institute would hold its
proper position. Governor Francis spoke
for h3lf an hour, and was listened to
with the closest attention, and at the
close was heartily applauded.
