the seventy hour of black fog. As this
dispatch is sent, there it no sign of tho
fiL' lifting, and the city remains cov-

ered bv the most dense pall of fog
within "the recollection of tho prescut
generation of Londoners.

Some faint idea of the density of tho
fug may be gathered from the fact that
several" people have been drowned and

number of others nearly drowned by
wandering into rivers and canals after
having lost their way. Eight bodies of
tierMMis mtpposetl to have been drowned
iu this manner have already been re-

covered, ami many people are inquiring
for missing relatives or friends wlioaro
rmpposed to have mot death through
ilm ft'g.

At Leeds nlone, according to a dis-
