dued the remains were recovered so
badly burned that it was impossible to
identify one from the other. Mrs. An-

drews mid Mrs. Wallace had occupied
nn unner berth at the forward end of

the ear, and were wrapped in the bil
clothes. There was no outcry from
this berth while the work of res-

cuing the injured was progressing, and
it was supposed that both occupantii
were killed instantly. The rapidity
with which the flames caught
hold and spread through the car caused
no little surprise. It is not known
whether they caught from the lamps or
the stove, but it is supposed, from tho
rapidity with which they spread, they
caught from the lamps.

Twenty persons, all more or less se-

riously iniured. were taken from tho
wreck. Physicians were taken from
Hrainard on a special train. The in
ured were brouirht back to this city

and taken to the Northern Pacific hos
pital as soon as possible. Here they
were given the best of care and medical
attention. The hospital is one of the
best in the United states, and the in-

jured will not suffer from want of care.

quietly but effectively. It is known as
the Society of Loyal Volunteers. Tho
association believes in teaching and
maintaining, among other things, these
lessons:

"That the war was for the preserva-
tion of the union and not for conquest
or revenge: that the volunteer armie:i
were inspired by no hope of individual
gain or glory; that many per- -

sons as loval ana urave ns mosu
who entered the service wero
prevented from doing so by circum-
stances that did not hinder their com-

panions: that victories were gained by
the loyalty, courage, endurance and
loyal inspiration of the whole people;
that armies recruited from
all classes and vocations; that
the vast majority of the volun-

teers were men of good character.
but some were bad, and that this class
o f men do not hesitate to live on the

' generous gratitua-- i oi me pciipiu
through payments made on pensions
obtained by fraud or at the expense of
the poor; that men who had the intelli-
gence, and persistent energy to win
battles by virtue of these same quali-
ties of character are able to competes
successfully for the rewards of civil
life with those who did not enter tho
service; that many whc. sustained se-

vere wound and almost all who re-

tained their health, suffered no impair-
ment of their ability to care for the
support of themselves nnd their fami-

lies."
