Loxnox, July 10. It is thought Prof.
Pasteur's illt os will prove fatal. TliO
groat scientist is suffering from a dis-

ease prevalent in Paris, and what the
authorities call cholerine, but which is:

declared by many oxjiorts to lie genu-
ine cholera. 31. Pasteur is now in
his teventieth year, having been born
in Dole, .lura, December 27, l"i'J'J.

Although his fame in tho mind
of the general public is intimately
associated with his brilliant discoveries
in the application of inocillation to
diseases other than smallpox, he ha4
for many years been regarded as one of
the foremost scientists of L"urop The
royal society of London in isr.fi awarded
him the Hum ford medal for hi; re-

searches relative to the polarization of
light and other scientific work. II";
was decorated with tho Legion of
Honor in lc02 and was promoted to 1m

an ofiicer of the order in 1SV. and com-
mander in Isi'-s-. In the next year he
was chosen one of the fifty members of
the Royal s'x-iet- of London. Hehar.
written numerous works on chemistry.

corded t 31. Pasteur, as a reward
chi"fly for his investigations in fermcn
tation. a life nnnuity of francs.
Of late years he has devoted hims if
principally to the study of inoculation,
resulting in his remarkable success in
dealing with hydrophobia. Patients
from all over Kuroiie and America
placed themelver. under his treatment,
and the Pasteur institute in France
was established by popular sulrscrip-tion- .
