to New York.

Heisa man of fixed parposes,
very hard to turnl from the ohjeet which
he has in view. e has made the sab-
Ject of small boat sailing such a stedy
that he is prepared to mect every arru-
ment against the rizks which spring to
the minds of his crities, yer the New
York Herald put the eosoina nntadicll
when it said:  “The faet that Capt. An-
drows can eross the ocean in a coslilo
shell merely proves that small boats are
safe when a Capt. Aadrews sails them.,
Amateurs shonld remember this when
the wind begins to sing.”

The captain himsell says that “half
the people who are drowned Tose their
lives because they do not realize that a
boat eannot sinl, An iron vesool micht,
or & ship loaded with n heavy car
but a row boat, sail boat or ordinasy
wonden vessel may capsize, but will,
nevertheless, float,  The pucongzers on
the great ocean steamers ran some ride
when ther go to sea, bot all aronmd the
deck they sce wooden bouts hune up on
which they are tanght to depend for
their lives if the Lig steamer goes down.
These boats are often ern=lid asainst
the great vessel or are eapsingd in
lowering. T am alone in a wooden boat
entirely under my own  eontrol, aml. in
my opinion, far safer than others®  An
ingenious theory but hardly & fair one.
