Without exception
these prices are fixed in the markets of coun-
tries having a gold standard or measure of
value cither by express provision of law or bv
a public policy which keeps their silver coins
equal in exchangeable value to the gold coins
at the ratio.

our trade with tho people of other countries
during the last fiscal year was more than
81.7VX),tXX),X), and more thantl.UW.uJtUXMof this
was with tho people of Europe, while n 1th the
whole of Asia it amounted to a little over

aud with all the countries of South
America, excluding Ilrazll, which has a single
poW standard, it was only ia0",OHO. While
It would be unfair to attribute this unequal dis-
tribution of our trade with the outside world
to tha character of their fiscal legislation, I
think it may bo safely asserted that this coun-
try could not long maintain its present posi-
tion as one of tho most conspicuous and Im-
portant members ot tho great community ot
commercial nations which now controls tho
trade of tho world, unless we preserve a mone-
tary system substantially, at least. In accord
with tho monetary systems of the other prin-
cipal nations.

Mr. Carlisle then turned his atten-
tion to the question of an international
standard.

There can be no international legal tender
without an international agreement; but there
must, from the very necessities of the case, al-
ways be a common basis upon which bargains
are made and a common currency in. which
laiauces arc settled. No one nation can de-

termine for the others what that liasU shall be
or what that currency shall be. It may estab
lish a currency for itself and for the use ot its
own peoplc in their domestic trade, but the
value of that currency will be ultimately meas
ured and conclusively fixed by the international
standard, whatever that may be. The stamp
on its coins attests their weight and fineness.
but it adds nothing wbatcTor to iheir
intrinsic value, and coining whatever
to their exchangeable value in the mar-
kets of the world: so that a nation's stock of
international money always consists of its un
coined bullion nnd tho bullion value of its
coins. It ran not augment its stock ot such
money to any extent whatever by overvaluing
cither gold or silver In its coinage laws, nor
can it diminish its stock to any extent what-
ever by undervaluing cither metaL While the
number or us nominal dollars, or shillings, or
francs, may lo Increased or diminished, as the
case may le. the actual value of the bullion or
coins w ill not be changed in the least, for no
act ot eoiuress. or other legislative body, ran
repeal or alter tho laws of trade or the
laws or finance, and every attempt to do so
must result In disaster sooner or later.

No matter, therefore, what our monetary
systcm may be here at home as stabl!shed by
our own laws, we must cither relinquish a
large part of our share in the commerce ot the
world or conduct our international trade upon
such basis as the general judgment of commer
cial nations may establish. We can not pos; -
Diy cnane tnis situation, and, consequently,
the only practical question Is. whether it is
better to establish bv law an Inferior kind of
money for use at home exclusively and another
kind for use abroad, or to have ail our money
good enough for use in every market where
our people trade. J believe the people of tho
united amies are enutieu- xo nave for use m
their domestic trade' just-a- s good money ns
any other people In the world have, and that
they are entitled to hare jnst as much of it as
may be necessary to carry on their business
regularly and profitably. Whether it be gold
or silver, or both.br paper based upon l he
coins of the two metals, the people have a
right to demand that it shall be in fact what
It purports to be a just and true measure of

alne. or the representative ot a jnst and true
measure 01 value.

The gold basis was the next to re-

ceive the attention of the secretary.
Gold is the only international money, and all

trade balances are settled in gold, or. which is
the same thing, on a gold basis, all other forms
of currency being adjusted to that standard.
It is useless for the advocates of a different
system to insist that this ought not to be so: it
Is so, and we can not change the fact. But the
gold eagle and double eagle are not accepted at
a particular valuation in these settlements
simply because the United States of America
have declared by law that they shall be legal
tender at their nominal value, but solely be
cause the bullion contained ia them., If un-

coined, would be worth everywhere the
same amount. This is , a preat and
powerful government, but there is one

There are some things, however, which the
eovurnmenl can do for the establishment and
pres:rvatWn of a sound and stable currency.
In the exercise of its constitutional authority
to "coin money and regulate the value there-
of," it can suspend or limit the coinage of
either netal. wherever It is ascertained that
the coins of the two mt tals, of the same de-
nomination, are of unequal value: or it can
Changs tteir legal ratio o as to make them as
near equal ia value as possible: or it can main-
tain the parity of its coins by receiving ttt .n
and their paper representatives in payment of
all putilio dues and discharge all of its own
obligations In whatever kind ot money its
creditors may demand.

The principle or rale of law that the option
as to the kind of legal tender with which an
obligation shall be discharged belongs to the
debtor, and not to the creditor, has no just

in a case where the government is-

sues its notes to circulate as a currency among
the peop!;. and. by making them legal tenders
compels the people to receive them. The pri-
vate citizen may very properly avail himself of
tho lawful right to discharge his private obl-
igation, held by voluntary creditors, in any
kind of legal tender mosey, because he has
only his own personal interest to protect and
owes no public duty ia the premises.

But when tile government, ot the United
State has undertaken to supply the country
with a currcaty. and has issued Us obliga-tiont- n

Whatever mav l e tho tUBjreaces In the forms
and qualities of the currency whilo it remains
ii elrculntlon, when the time Tor ultimate

comes all ciul tq treated alike.

The secretary expressed himself as
follows on the question of

The country has recently heard a great dcai
about bi metallism and a double standard, and
it Is possible that these subjects will contiavo
to ba discussed to aqme extent ia the future.
For my part. I have never been able to under- -

tand whit Is meant by a double standard, or
double measure of value, and I have never
found anvone who could tell me. To my mind
it eeems as absurd to eontead that there
should to two.diftcrent staudanU or. measures
of value at' it would be to' In;lt upon having
two yardsticks of different lengths or two gal
lons ot different cUmensIons. If there were
two standard, or measures not equal in value.
It Is eridcut- - that one of thtm. must
be a.fahe measure: nd if they were of equal
value. It is evident that no matter what the
law might declare, there would te in fact but
one measure, although composed of two differ
ent kinds or material, if, ror instance, tnc sil-

ver dollar and tha gold dollar were of precisely
the same yalue and could be so kept at ail
times, there would be. in fact. lt--t one stand
ard, one unit for the measurement of values.
Whatever that actual standard may be as

"by the laws of trade and finance,
whether it be so many grains of tine gold or so
many gra ins ol fine silver, it is the duty of tha
government to dohform to it hi the payment or
its obligations and lu all its deullugs uiththa
people.

It does not follow from anything I have said
that nothing shall circulate or be recognized
as money or currency except gold or paper Is-

sued agaiii-,ti;old- . north.it the prices ofcom-mondit-

ou.'ht to be, or will be. fixed upon
the hypothesis that-gol- is iho only money iu
the world; but it il.-- follow that no part of
ourcurrency. whether it be pilver or papers
should.be permitted to depreciate below tho
established and ' rocognized Mandard. Any
financial policy which would encourage or per-
mit such' depreciation, or create a reasonable
apprehension of such depreciation, would un-

settle values, paralyze buslne-- s. arrest tho
growth and extension of our Industrie", and
ultimately bring almost universal bankruptcy
and ruin upon the country. It mus-- be remem-
bered, however, that it is tho function and duty
of the legislative department to establish tho
policy of the government upon this anil all
other subjects, and to clutho tho executive
with the necessary authority and means to
carry it out. When ihe authority and means
arc grants I. the executive department is

for the manner in which the law is
executod, but beyond this it has no power to
act, aud, consequently, no duty to perform.

Gentlemen, the question whether the obliga-
tions of the United States will be paid In cotu
currency in all the markets of the world has
already been settled, and It has. in my opinion,
been ssttled for all time to come. It has been
settled, not by any specific act of congress
prescribing the exact mode of payment, but y
the spirit and obvious purpose of tho whole
body ot existing legislation upon the subject,
and by the deliberate judgment of the Amer-
ican peoplo and tho declared puriHJso of those
who have been Intrusted with the execution of
the laws. The disposition and ability of the
government to maintain its own credit at tho
highest possible standard, and to preservo the
integrity ot all the forms of currency In cir-
culation among tho people, can not bo reason-
ably doubled, and ought not 'to bo subjects of
serious controversy hereafter.

Mr. Carlisle then turned his atten-
tion to the fate of silver.

This docs not Imply that silver Is to have no
place in our monetary system. What is to I e
the ultimate fate of that metal is one of the
problems which time and events alone cjn
solve, but for many years, notwithstanding all
our legislation in its support, the fluctuations
in its value have been so rapid anJ to great as
to demonstrate the fact that it can not
bo safely coined without limitations into
money of final redemption at the existing
ratio or at any other ratio that might be
established. It is not possible, under ex-

isting circumstances, for anyone government
to establish ami maintain a stable relation be
tweca the two metals, nnd for this reason
alone, if there wero no others, we are bound to
place some reasonable limitations upon the
colnagu and use of silver. How much of it can
be salely coined, and upon whit conditions it
can be salely used, are questions upon which
thero will be wide differences ot opinion: but
after all that can be said on both sides, they
will be finally determined by circumstances
which can not now be foreseen, and by the nat-
ural growth of our industries aud trade.

It is enough to say at present that we have
already on hand a stock of silver, coined and
uncoined, sufficient to meet nil the probable
requirements of the country for manv years to
come. The mints of the United States have
coined lia.IH.s.'jy standard silver dollars, nnd
we now have UO.fttt.TCO fine ounces of silver
bulllo-i- . whicb. at the ratio of 10 to I. would
make (181,914.811. or Jdll.247.331 In the aggre-
gate, llesides this, we have 7C.07T,(. iu sub-
sidiary cilver coin, which Is legal tender to
the amount of 10, and is by law redeemable la
full legal-tende- r money on presentation. Our
total stock of gold coin and gold bullion is

The five countries constituting the Latin
monetary union, with a combine ! population
of more than b0.UU0.OJ0, exclusive of their
colonial possessions, have f975,Wl.ui in gold.
S7i5.noo,ui") of full legal-tende- r silver, and

of subsidiary silver coins: and yet they
found it necessary sereral years ago to discon-
tinue the coinage of legal-tende- r silver and en-

ter into an arrangement by which each coun-
try agreed to redeem in gold r.ll its own legal-tend-

silver coins when presented ly any
other member of the union. Thus gold has
been made to support a limited quantity of sll-K--r

coin at pjr in France, llelglum. Italy,
Greece and Switzerland, as it has been re-

quired to do In the United States since le78,
and as it must continue to do hereafter, here
and elsewhere, unless a great thaa'C shall oc-

cur in the relative values of the two metals.
Being the greatest country

in the world, and having on band a largo
amount of silver coin and bullion, the United
States can not bo otherwise th.n deeply Inter
ested in every measure designed to enhance
its value, and increase its use as money upon a
safe and sound basis, but we can not alone
maintain its unlimited coinage as full legal
tender in opposition to the policies of the oth-
er great nations of the earth: and tho country
is to be congratulated upon the fact that we
have at last placed ourselves in a position
which enables us tolprcserve curowa mone-
tary system intact and exercise a potent Influ-
ence in any movement that may be hereafter
made for the permanent adjustment of this
very important and difficult question..

Mr. Carlisle defended the recent ac-

tion of congress on the silver question
as follows:

It is a great mistake to suppose that the sup-

porters of our recent legislation upon this sub-
ject was animated by any feeling of hostility tc
tho continued used of sllvfcr as money to th
largest possible extent consistent with the
stability of our currency and the preservation
of the public faith. The wisest an! safest
friends of that metal are those who have had
the sagacity to foresee the inevitable effect of
its continuous accumulation in the form of
bullion in the vaults of tho treasury, and thi
courage to remove from the statute books an
experimental law which from the time of its
enactment was a constant menace to me wei-fnr-

nf tho whole countrv.
Ia conclusion. Mr. President, permit me to

thank you and the chamber of commerce of tho
State OI rew lorit lurauuruia uin LLis
tunity to meet so many of the leading business
men of this great business city. Although
your organization has teen in existence more
than IS years, and has passed through many
trials and vicissitudes. It ts but simple justice
to say that its counsel has always been wis
and conservative, and Its action patriotic and
beneficial. All that is needed now to insure
an early inaugiirition of an era of great
prosperity la snch action upon the part
of this and similar organizations through-
out the country as will icspir
confidence and revive the spirit of enterprisa
among the people. Xow that our credit has
been greatly strengthened and our currency
made more stable anJ secure an opportunity
is aSorded thoe who control osr commercial
and industrial interests to resume operations
under more favorable conditions than hava
existed for zaaay years, and I am sure you will
cheerfully ia any e'oit theymaj
make in that direction.

The Henrietta was
supposed to bo fireproof. The Park
theater was owned by a stock com-

pany. The loss on the Henrietta thea-
ter and Auditorium is about f00,000;
that on the Chittenden hotel, including
furnishings and property contained,
about WOO.OOO, and the Park theater
$10,000.

There were also in the buildings the
Ohio hayings bank, the Star shoe .store.
Kice's drug store and doodman u cloth-
ing store: The losses on these will ag-

gregate ?T0.000.
There was insurance on all the build-

ings and property burned, the exact
amount of whijh could not be learned
In the confusion last nighL
