Ed l'elton and Knitnet
three neifroes, charged with in-

cendiarism, were taken from jail by a
mob at Tuscumbia. Ala., and lynched.

A few weeks ago several negroes in
the vicinity of Leighton. Ala., were
arrestetl for burning the barn of
Claude King, of Leighton, which oc-

curred over twelve mouths ago, in
which he lost twenty-on- e hex I of
horses, a lot of provender and a num-

ber of farmieg implements, aggrega-
ting a loss of J5.00O. This was one of
a series of burnings, and the people of
Leighton were in a state of constant
suspense.

Suspicion pointed to Kayette Delonev
and his son Emmet. Etl l'elton anil
Grant Ricks, all negroes living in that
vicinity, and the evidence continued
to .strengthen until a negro detective
was employed to work up the chain.
Me went to Leighton, uiitl in the
course of a few days had completely
won the confidence of the negroes,
who unfolded themselves and confessed
that they had destroyed the barn to
uvenge themselves upon King, who
had foreclosed a mortgage against one
of their number. They confesse 1 that
it was their intention to tire his ore-house

and residence, but that the op-

portunity had never presented itself.
They also showed the detective a key
which would admit them into a num-
ber of business houses in Leighton

I'pon this evidence they were ar-
rested, and at a preliminary hearing
before a Leighton magistrate the three
first named were adjudged guilty and
bound over to await the action of thu
grand jury. Grant Ricks having been
acquitted. They were brought to Tus-
cumbia ten days ago and placed in jail.

Saturday night at 11:30 o'clock about
thirty masked men visited the Tus-
cumbia jail the sheriff, Shelby I'risli-am- ,

being in attendance at a Masonic
banquet and taking the three negroes
in charge, rushed them to a county
bridge a few blocks away, hanged
them and riddled tlieir bodies with
bullets.

The deed was done so adroitly ami
systematically that not a doien people
knew of it until yesterday morning.
The mob came from Leighton, each
member being disguised. After ac-

complishing their object they quietly
dispersed, leaving the bodies hanging
to one of the beams of the bridge.

SIMPLY APPALLING.

from the towns which have suffered
from the earthquakes of the last few-day- s

were received yesterday evening.
The loss of life and property
is much greater than was at
first supposed. In the Locris
district, 12'. persons are known
to have been killed by falling
walls and many others are missing.
A parish church in Proskino collapsed
during vespers and thirty men and
women were killed outright, while
.several who were dug out alive from
the ruins are likely to die. Ninety
persons were buried in the ruins in
Malesinaand sixty of them were killed.
The others may recover.

In many towns whole hous 'holds
have disappeared without leaving an
inkling of their fate. In Ma:t:no
thirty-nin- e persons were killed by fall-
ing timbers. Most of them tlied within
the walls of a church whose roof fell in
during service.

Although there has been small loss
of human life in Athens and its en-

virons, the damage to property lias
been enormous. The buildings in
which the Austrian Lloyd and I'loroo
Rubattiuo companies had their offices,
were wrecked completely. The roof
collapsed, the floors broke, and the
walls are tenL Hardly a whole piece
of furniture was left in either build-
ing.

For years the work of restoring the
famous Ryzantine church at Daphne
has been in progress. The dome and
walls had leen repaired, but yesterlay
they were cracked and crumbled anil
the beautiful mosaics were disfigured
beyond hope of restoration.

Appeals for help come in houily.
Rut little can lie done toward allaying
the prevailing distress, and tiiere are no
charity organizations of importance
here. In dozens of towns the houses
have been deserte l; the inh

are camping unsheltered ami
almost unfed in the fields and cannot
be persuaded to return to their homes.

THE BITUMINOUS STRIKE.

miners' strike, comes probably tho
chief difficulty that will beset tha
managers in carrying it to a success-
ful issue. President Meliride received
yesterday many requests from local
assemblies to be released from the or-

der to strike because the employing-operator-

had agreed to pay the wages
demanded by the convention, anil
others asking what to do in case thei
local operator's accede to the terms of
the strikers. The following answer
has been prepared by President Mc-Rri- de

The questions reach the point ill tho
tactics of tliis strike upon the miners
side, upon which the leaders base their
hope of success that is the working of
the whole union as a unit. In former
strikes, they hare found that permit-
ting the miners of one district to re-

sume operations as soon as the local
operators agreed to pay the scale,
helped lo supply the coal demand anil
injured the chances of their brother
miners in other districts to win their
fight. The result of this strike proba-
bly depends upon the ability of tlm
managers of it to enforce this order
and prevent the miners going to work
where there is no dispute as to wage.H.
In Pennsylvania a number of operators
are already offering to pay Ihe scale.

President Meliride did not receive
special advices from 111:1113' parts of tho
coal fields yesterday as to how tho
strike order was obeyed. Me had only
arranged to get telegraphic reports
from the doubtful points. As to thoso
districts in which the miners in miiss-ineeti-

had decided to strike, he hail
no doubt about what was done yester-
day. Reports from them will come in
to him by mail. Telegrams from Penn-
sylvania, West Virginia, Illinois, Indi-
ana and Tennessee showed that all
were expected to go out and most had
laid down their picks ut noon.

Summarizing the special reports ho
had received, and the dispatches in tho
evening newspapers. President Me
Ilride said to the I'liiled Press repre-
sentative last evening that ..1,000 men.
had gone out, about whose action ho
was somewhat in doubt Friday nighL
Me was perfectly satisfied with tho
situation. "I am entirely confident,"
said he, "of the ultimate success of tho
undertaking."

It is claimed that there is now mined
ii full month's supply of coal ahead,
and that the funds of the miners' or-

ganization do not exceed J2.000, which
will be exhausted very soon.

Not much, if any. financial aid is
looked for from other labor organiza-
tions, according to President Meliride;
and disinterested persons, pointing
out the fact that the demand for coal
is not large now, express some fear as
to the success of the strike.

To this President Meliride says that
some of the biggest battles ever won
by the miners in this country wero
fought without money, and this strug-
gle will be of that class. Every miner
is we.I acquainted with the condition
of the national treasury of the union,
and knows that no .strike benefits tvill
be paid. Every miner will be thrown
upon his own resources to earn a live-
lihood, pending tiie settlement of tha
strike, and all are fully informed on
that point. A full and complete un-

derstanding of the situation, together
with a determination of the men to go
into the strike at whatever cost tt
themselves, is evidence to .Mr. MeRriilo
that the miners are prepared to hold
out for months if need be.

As showing the feeling of other labor
organizations towards the strike. Presi-
dent Meliride gave out the following
telegram from the president of tho
American Federation of Labor:
