TALK ABOUT BARNS.

Farmers Begin to Reallze the Importance
of Ventilation.

Iam just home from five weeks of
fnstitute work. and have been greatly
interested in the discussions and ques:
tions of the farmers. There was no
one question which seemed to interest
the farmers more than that of ccon-
omy and convenience in the building
and arrangement of barns: and the
many points brought out showed th:}!
the farmers are making progress in
everything connected with their con-
struction and arrangement. Several
ints were especially emphasized:

. The farmer who does not study his
an carefully and post himself on the
t of material and labor usually pays
lom one-half to three-fourths more
an he ought for a barn: and e¢ases are
bt rare where a building has eost
bubile what it wounld if the owner had
o intelligently informed on the sub-
t.

2. Farmers are more careful to make
eir stables warm now than they
ere @& few years ago, as they have
und that it costs food to keep animals
rm in withont underpin-
ng, and with eracks in the floor and
es which admit the wind. Stables
e now often built so warm that the
lnure will not freeze in them.  This
not diffieult if the sides are double
rded, with building paper between,
hd the doors and windows are well
ted and the arrangement such that
no cold can come up from below.

3. The farmers seem awake
importance of ventilation in
warm stables, and have found that the
best system is that of an opening di-
rectly over the manger, and this can
be utilized as a hay chute. This is
without guestion the best way to ven-
tilate stables in the basement, and a
wide manger can be made with a row
of stalls cach side, and s hay chinte
may extend the entire length of the
manger above it. If the stables are
arranged in this way they should be
made aeross the barn (not lengthwisey,

so that the hay-chute ventilator can be
at the side of the barn floor.

The engraving shows how this com-
bined hay chute and ventilutor is
miade.  The posts which support the
floor above the spuces throngh which
the hay and fodder is dropped into the
manger are four feet Lhigh, The
spices between posts are just the wudth
of the horse stalls and two and a half
feet wide from the barn foor back to
where the sloping floor rests. This
makes the spaces so large that & bun-
dle of fodder or a large forkful of hay
drops through easily. A board six
inches wide at the side of the barn
floor prevents the dust and chafl from
being put down with the feed. The
floor of the manger below is roised
about six inches above that on waich
the horses stand, and this leaves space
enongh between it and the top so that
a mwan can wallk through the manger
to feed grain or to clean ont the

waste which accumnlates in it 1
have such a manger with a
row of ¢ows at one shde and

horses the other; amd, while they can
reach to eat all the bhay and fodder,
thev eannot touech each other, and as
I have one handling of feed and find it
very convenient to pass throngh the
munger to fesd grain, after using it
ten years | am so well pleased with 1t
that I would not arrange a basement
barn in any other way. Much time
can be saved by having feed and bed-
ding convenient, so that they will re-
quire the least amount of handling,
and this should be made a point to be
carefnlly studied.

1 was both pleased and sorprised to
find so large a per cent. of the farmers
interested in vement floors for their
stables, and judge that as the old
plank floors rot out they will be gen-
erally replaced with Portland cemcent.
1 have found these floors satisfactory
in every way. and in no way more so
than in avoiding the foul odors which
are given off by urine-sonked plank.
When my stable is cleaned ont in the
murning and fresh bedding is scattered
in the stalls the air in them isas free
from odor as in a dwellinghonse, and
all the liquid manure 18 savesdd by ab-
sorbents.—Waldo F. Brown, in N. Y.
Tribune.

BERAN FROM CORNMEAL.

A Useful Addition to Ground Wheat, Rye
or Middlinga.

Iu the preparation of fine cornmenl
for the market the tough skins of the
kernels are sifted out in the form of
corn bran. which comprises one-eighth
of the weight of the shelled corn
{ground in the mill,. The chemical an-
alysis of corn brun, by t«. L, Teller, of
the Arkansas station, shows that it
contains eleven per cent. of nitrogen-
ous matter, while the whole corn con-
tains over nine per cent., and the
bolted eorn flour nine per cent. The
amount of fat 1s nearly doubled in the
bran, being eight and one-half per

eent., on aceonnt of the oil in the seed |

coats. The corn bran econtains a higher
pereentage of erade protein and ash,
much fiber,
