St. I.ori. May 2.s. Kast St. Louis
sullers eipially with St. bniis. The
cyclone that stru-j- St. Louis lirst did
not seem to gather its full strength
until it rear lied the city across tne
river. Then the havoc wrought was
terrible.

1'ully a hundred lives.it isestimated.
have been lost. The manner in which
reports are coming in tends to confirm
the worst.

' The destruction v.asall accomplished
within a few minutes. The force r.t
the storm struck at .1:30 o'clock. Ten

, minutes latei hundreds were dead,
many hundreds were injured, and the
entire remaining population was on
the streets looking for relatives and
friends

The scenes were those of desolation.
Xo section of the city entirely escaped
the wind's work.

' The city was terrorized. Women
fainted am! iiiti lost their senses.

I 1'i.i.i! ly, ffhea their reason returned,
hurried provisions for caring for the
dead and injured were made.

Many buildings were turned into
hospitals, and others were used as re- -

ceptades for tiie d.

Kvcry physician in Last St. Louis
was pressed into service.

Hundreds of willing women, whole
families had escaoed injury, and whose
in eirmg lor nlo injnreu.

The storm struck the levee near tho
big elevators The Wiggins ferry
wharf was destroyed and two or three
tug boats with their occupants tere
turned over into the disturbed uatcrs
of the river.

Hvery house on the levee was either
completely demolished or badly dam-
aged.

ton train standing ..n tiie bridge were
overturned.

Tlie east approach of the bridge '.vas
given a wrench, twisted and blown
from its mooring-- , and is at present an
impassable wreck.

Hetze!'; mill was burned,
at a loss of Sl.V).ti 10. and threatened the
entire business portion of the city with
destruction. lluyket brigades were
formed, am! they fought nobly, confin-
ing the lire to the mill.

The center of the tornado seemed to

be between St. Clair avenue and the
viaduct. Many dwelling houses in
other parts of the city were demol-- i
ished. but in this district there were
few buildings that estaped. A law
ease was being tried by Judge I'oulk
in the courthouse The jury had heard
most ot tne l"t:mony, ami according
to usual custom, were not supposed
to be alla-.ve- to depart except
in the custody of a bailiff. When tho
storm clouds began to gather the foro- -
man of the jury implored the judge to
liiseharge them. Ihe courthouse at
that time .vas being shaken by the
wind. Kvcry inom-n- t, its destruction
was threatened. Judge Foulke at
length decided to let the jurymen go.

The condition at fie National stoek
yards and the neighborhood all around
it is one of chaos. There are acres of
demolished buildings, and the wreck-
age carries witli it thousands and
thousands ol dollars.

The big, four-stor- y National hotel,
with 120 rooms in it, was completely
gutted, and for yards around it tho
furniture aud bedding in tha rooms
covers the ground There were 175
men, women and children in the hotel
whcu.the storm came Confusion and
terror reigned among them as they ran
screaming and bleeding from their
rooms, cut with window glass. They
filled the hallways and some even
turned out, but were forced back by
the fury of the storm and the Hying
timbers from a Ijacent buildings.

No one was killed, but Patrick Ken-
nedy, driver for the hotel, ventured
out of the building, was struck by a
heavy timber, his arm broken and oth-
erwise s6 badly injured that he will
die.

NEW MINDEN IN RUINS.

The f.lttle IlllnoU Vllli.ce AlmMt Ob?

Injured Heavy JUn. to the Farm-
er of tbe Vicinity It wa th Sam
Storm that Detaatated St. Loots and
Eaut St. I.oti!- -.

Nashville, 111., May 31. Wednes-
day evening about 6:30 o'clock New
Minden, a village of 400 people" located
seven miles north of this city, was.
swept ntvay by one of the most tcrriSu
and disastrous tornadoes ever known
in this history of this country, carry-
ing death and destruction in its wske.
Only one building in the little village
is standing without injury. There,
were 50 or CO btlildings in the place,
and all were completely ff recked ex-

cept the creamery. The only flour
mill in tho place was unroofed and
badly damaged, with quite a
loss of Hour and grain. The
Luthern church is about a
total wreek. together with tho
village schoolhouse. which is demol-
ished. The storm was accompanied by
a perfect deluge of rain and hail, com-
ing from a northwesterly and going in
a sotithasterly direction to a point
about live ndles south of New Minden,
then varying to the northeast, passing
out of this (Washington) county near
Irvington, at which place considerable
damage was done to dwellings, or-

chards, etc.. but no lives were lost
there.

j New Minden seems to have been in
the track of the storm center, but all

j along its path through this county
j nothing but destruction can be
seen. Farmhouses, barns, fences and
orchards are now in ruins and
growing crops and fruit are badly
damaged. The track of the storm was
at least a mile in width, but the heavy
wind touched up a much greater terri-
tory throughout tho northern half of
the county. Nashville was also visited
by a severe storm, with rain, causing
much damage to chimneys, shade trees
and electric light wires.

The estimated loss in property to tho
citizens of New Minden is STo.000 to

100,00.), and to farmers in the storm-stricke- n

portion of this county tho
damage will not fall short of SH',000.
