PROTECTION AND TRUSTS. I

Tbo Mar Feature of tho l'ropoaed Repub-
lican Tariff lakr.

The Buffalo Courier quotes Senator
Sherman ns saying, once upon n time,
to the body of which he is a distin-
guished member: "The primary object
of a protective tariff is to inite tlie
fullest competition by individuals and
corporations in domestic production.
If such indhiduals or corporations com-
bine to advance the price of the do-

mestic product and to prevent the free
result of open and fair competition, 1

would, without a moment's hesitation,
reduce the duties on foreign goods com-
peting with them, in order to break
down the combination. Whenever free
couipetit!on is evaded or tupided by
combinations of individuals or corpora-
tions the duty should be redirect and
foreign competition should promptly be
inviled." The Courier says that "op-
portunity for putting this principle to
a practical test will soon be presented
to Senator Sherman and the republican
leaders," and it asks: "What will they
do about it'.'"

The public was treated not long ago
to an exploitation of the theory that
there is nothing in the protective pol-

icy to make it helpful to the trusts,
and that the republican party could,
therefore, provide no tariff that would
invite condemnation on that
it eaten d to monopolistic combina-
tions. Senator Sherman appears to
hold a very different opinion on this
subject, however, and tlie senator is
a man whose opinions are regarded by
republicans as amounting to some-

thing. Mr. Sherman understands how
easy it is for the trusts to use the pro-

tective system to their exclusive ad-

vantage, and he has let it be known
that when they so use it he would put
u spoke in their wheel by reducing the
protection under which they oncrnfe.
He explained that this reduction would
have the effect of letting in foreign
competition, against which the trusts
are practically helpless.

A' great deal was said during the late
campaign about Maj. Me Kin ley's

on the subject of trusts, but all
the talk that was indulged in did not
have the effect of inducing the major
to break that silence. Chairman Ding-le- y

try last summer a kind of llaming
circus-poste- r style. When Mr. Ilryan
saw himself thus pietuied in all the
colors of the rainbow standing in a
group with Washington and Lincoln,
ernuincntcd with ilaniing eagles and
"F. l'luribus I mini in gaudy colored
letters, he realized that he had b"e:i
misused, and that the syndicate in-

tended to force him into a vulgar no-

toriety, and keep him there as long as it
paid. And although he was received
by the people with immense enthusi-i:sm- ,

and greeted by an audience lim-

ited only by the capacity of the hall,
he decided he could not in justice to his

use of propriety acquiesce in the style
of advertising adopted. It is to Mr.
Hryan's credit that lie at once dissolved
his relations with his managers,

to them the sum of $i(l,(H)0 which
lie had been paid in advance for ten lec-

tures and retired from the compact
with his managers with his dignity and
self-iespe- in his own keeping, and not
nt the mercy of a .syndicate which was
speculating on his reputation.

PROTECTION ARRAIGNED.

HcpubllraDB In Favor of a Llceuno to Kob
I ho t'onnumer.

Secretary Curlisle in his annual report
states the proposition that "a large
and continuous export of a particular
class of articles proves an ability lo
manufacture as cheaply as any foreign
competing nation."

There is no denying the truth of this
proposition. Manufacturers of cotton
goods, for instance, may export ut a
loss for one jear, or may be two years,
in order to prevent a breakdown in
home high tariff prices, l'.ut they will
not go on exporting at a loss any great
length of time, llathcr than make a
sacrifice continuously they will curtail
production. Therefore the fact of con
tinned and increasingcxportutions con-

clusively proves the ability of our man-

ufacturers to hold the home market
without the help of congress.

The fact is proof conclusive that tariff
protection upon an article which is

largely, continuously and increasingly
exported is merely a device which en-

ables an American manufacturer to
extort more from his own countrymen
than he is perfectly willing to accept
from tlie people of other countries.

The fact of continuous exportation m
open com pel it ion against manufacturer!-- ,

the world over is proof conclusive of c.

tortion and an abominable wrong of
vv Inch deluded and too compliant Amer-

icans are the victims.
Here is a case in point: The pro-

ducers of pig iron in Alabama are ship
ping large quantities to Liverpool. They
do not pretend that they are shipping
at a loss. The fact that they are doing
this business proves that they are able
to compete against the world. It proves
that the duty on pig iron enables them
to get from their ow n countrymen more
than they are glad to take from Fnglish-mei- i.

There can be no excuse for the pro-

tection of an industry which demon-

strates its abundant ability to take care
of itself by felling its product in the
world's market, where it has no protec-
tion. Mr. Dingley's committee can lind
no reasonable excuse for increasing the
duty on pig iron or iron ore or iron in
any of its more advanced forms.

And what is true of iion is true of
other things. There can be found no
reasonable excuse for compelling con-

sumers of woolen goods or crockery or
glass or lumber to pa v higher prices for
these things. The producers can com-

pete against all the world, not in spite
of the high wages thev pay, but because
they get more product for every dollar
of wages they pay than any other pro-
ducers, of like articles in the world.
Those who clamor for more protection
clamor for nothing but license to rob.

WHY LEAVE THE FARM?

& Senoiblo Talk for Hoy Who Do Kot
I.lko Agricultural Life.

A great many people are wanting to
get away from the fnrm because farm-

ing has ceased to be very remunerative.
Hut if they llee to town or to the city,
hoping to find more remunerative em-

ployment, they are certain to be dis-

appointed. The city is full of idlo
bookkeepers, and would-b- e clerks and
helM'rs of all descriptions. For every
vacancy 1 hat occurs "0 men stand ready
to fill it. and that at a salary that wiil
not admit of much, if any, surplus after
living expenses are paid. For the man
even well qualified for positions in the
cily, the prospect at present is gloomy,
ns there are no vacancies. I!ut for the
man unqualified by way of education
nnd special training there is at present
no promise whatever of fat jobs in tha
city.

There is no reason why a boy raised
on the farm should make a farmer, if
he has no taste for farm lib-- . Hut

out into the world. he must
qualify himself well for the position to
which" he aspires. Tlie towns ami cities
are dependent on the farms for fresh
and vigorous manhood, and it would
mean the ultimate downfall of the

cities if people should cease to leave the
farm. Hut. before leaving the farm, in-

sure you know what you want, and
that by reason of special Illness
there is a reasonable certainty of attain-
ing the desired end. If anyone leaves
thefarmuiiderthe impression that there
are many advantages in the city not
found on the farm, he will discover
later that tiie advantagesof city life are

-..reatlv. overestimated, and that the
advantagesof farnilife have been under- -

estimated. Don't be discouraged, we

There is too little estimate in some

quarters on the value of good pasture?, j

iiikI therefore they are neglected. A

writer on cattle and pasttres says: Our
pasture fields are usually selected from
the lands which we think will least re- -

pay us for the labor of cultivation, and
mi, hecaiise they are comparatively
valueless, we think it will not pay to
give them the care necessary to tn:i !

them of greater value. The stock is

turned loose into these fields to pick up
what it may. If the stock is Kept from
starvation by the voluntaty giowth of
the pastures, we arc ap' to consider
ourselves so much alnad, but the stork
Kept in this way pavs us little real
profit, and the interest charges and
taxes Keep on accumulating every year
iiKn the land. It is sometimes vv ise to
select for pastures such portions of the
farm as will leasl repav cropping.
Sometimes the lieltls so chosen are

In their natural confoi mation
for profitable cultivation, ami m ihc
best use to which thev can be denied,
both for the land and tl vv ner, is e
carrying of swvek. Sometimes the land
is too Mior to grow a profitable eiop,
anil so it is pastured as a means of

fertility. In either f these
cisc.s the land should have care,
end pains should b" tnKeu to make it
profitable in th" line to which circum-
stances have made it ath isali'.c to de-

vote it. Do not get into the habit t

considering that it is only a pasture
tield. anil s, treating it as if it could
never l.c anything else.

HOW TO LOAD LOGS.

lloll the log on a good sized pole, j

back the wagon, the butt end of the
log should he about the center of the
hounds, then get a thie'e block, a. and
pry up with a stunt pt-l- b, and wJiile
the boy is Inuring down on the pole
quickly fasten the log chain, e, securely
around the log. Next iii'ert a stout
pole, d, about six or eight feet long
under the chain on top of the loir.
While bearing down on the pry pole
have the boy place a thick block across

the hounds; the thicker the better.
This takes the strain on the hounds.
Let the pole rest on this and the log is
loaded. In loading a large, heavy log,
pry it up ami place a thick block under
it.

sert the pole, bear down on the pry
pole, have the block placed across the
bounds nnd the log is again loaded. In
getting up a supply of wootl for the win-
ter, in this way one can haul the smaller
wood anil the log at the .same time to
the wootl pile, where the log can be cut
up for back logs for the lireplace and
saves handling the back logs twice i.ntl
much heavy lifting antl saves th" wgoii
lied. I!y this simple method one man
and a stout boy can load any reasoirible
size log without any heavy lifting.
