-- light surgeon-Genera- l Wyman, of the

lows: "Five cases of yellow fever now
here: three more have been. Will re-

port to local authorities. I do not ap-

prehend serious trouble here, but
dengue causes much confusion."

Dr. Wyman has beti in communica-
tion with Dr. Fisher, of (Salveston,
and State Health Officer Swearingen,
and has been advised that all neces-
sary precautions have been taken to
prevent t'ne spreail of the disease.

The officials of the Marine hospital
service have known for several weeks
of the existence of considerable dengue
fever at Galveston, but they decline to
express any opinion of the development

' of the yellow fever at that place. Dr.
Guileras would have been sent to Gal- -

i veston sooner had it been possible to
spare his services elsewhere. The doc-

Vant to Secure a share of a Fortune

estate of one Joseph Hall, of Philadel-
phia, which is supposed to be held in
trust iu the treasury department. The
letters speak of this trust and of an
alleged b lease given by Mr.
Hall to certain valuable property in
Philadelphia. Some time ago it was
stated that Harrison was
interested as an attorney in the estate.

desired, and the addition of a compen-

dious and thorough review prepared by
the chief of the bureau, setting out
conclusions as to general trade ten-

dencies that may be impartially drawn
from the vast Jtore of matter supplied
by the consuls.

The fo thcoming volume is of lar-

ger scope even than its predecessors,
aud iustead of being little more than
the dry compilation of figures that it
formerly was, the Commercial Rela-

tions" for lVJj-- 7 will present a mass of
information of such variety as lo be
valuable and interesting not only to
exporting merchants, but to public
meu, to manufacturers aud to technical
workers.

An indication of the character of the
work is afforded by the extractions
that have been made from the reports
received within the last week only aud
have been given the benefit of advance
publication.

From Hanover comes an account of
the installation of an electric railway
for handling heavy freigiit, sugges-

tions for placing American tools in
Germany and talk of an opening for
breaUfast cereals.

The consul at ISarcelona reports
upon the trade o.

GOLD FOR AMERICA.

So far. indeed, as stock oper-
ations are couc.-rucd-. special remit-
tances in cash are being made to New
York in connection with the coming
sale of the Union Pacific rnilroa l.

These circumstances combine to in
dicate a somewhat large drain of gold
and an advance iu the bank rate, al--

though the American demand will.
doubtless be met to some extent from
Paris. French purchases of wheat be-

ing considerable. A moderate rise in
the value of money Is probable. Dis-

count is rather firmer. The banks are
not taking paper freely, though
money remains iu good supply at one
per ceut. for a week. Har silver is l'j
pence per ounce lower, owing to the
general belief that the Indian govern-
ment has definitely refused to reopen
the Indian mints to tho free coiuage of
silver.

States board of geographic names,
which meets here at stated intervals,
has just rendered decisions determin-
ing the spelling of 140 geographic
names. These include a number i'l
Alaska significant at this time in vietV

of the Klondike excitement. Many
variations of nomenclature for the
same place are encountered, and the
board's action settles the uniform
usage. Following is a summary of ac-

tion taken relating to places conspicu-
ously mentioned in the gold stories:

As to Klondike, the decision is to
spell it as here given, and not Clon-dyk- e,

Klondyke, Chandike, Chandill. or
Deer, Reindeer, Throudike, nor Thron
Diuck.

One of the lakes of the upper Yukon
was named LaUarge, by the Western
Union Telegraph expedition in lbOS,

after Mike LaHarge, a member of the
exploring party, who is now living
somewhere near Ottawa, Canada. Late
publications have fallen into the error
of spelling this Lallrage, but the board
adheres to the original form LaHarge.
There is a LaHarge river in Alaska.

When Schwatka descended the Yu-

kon in 1S.--3 he named one of the lakes
on its headwaters Lindeman, after Dr.
Moritz Lindeman, now
of the Hremen Geographical society.
This sometimes appears erroneously as
LindemaunandLmderman. The board
adopts Lindeman.

One of the principal tributaries oi
the upper Yukon is the Lewes river.
named by Mr. Robert Campbell, of the
Hudson Hay Co., about lS4i This is
often miscalled Lewis.

The inlet, river and village at the
head of Lynn canal, which now- - ap-

pears almost daily under the form of
Dyea, the starting point for the over-

land route, is an Indian word which
has appeared in many forms. Admiral
Meade, in liO'.i, wrote it Tyyea. Kraus.
in 13s-2-

, wrote it Dejah; Schwatka. in
lM, Dayay; Dall. in 1S3, Taiya. The
board adopts the form Taiya.

For the lake and river variously
called Hootalinqua or Hotalinga. or
Teslin-Hiu- a, or Teslin-To- o, or Teslin,
the board adopts Teslin. The termi-
nations Hina and Too are said to mean
river in differentdialects.

Aa Indian village on the middle
Yukon is called Nuklukayet. This has
been written in several forms includ-
ing the erroneous one Tuklukyet.

A BURST WATER MAIN.

Immense Djraa;e Caued In the Fashion-
able Center of N'ew lorlt City.

New York, Oct. 11. A large Croton
water main burst early yesterday
morning at the corner of .Madison ave-
nue and Forty-eight- h street, the heart
of the fashionable districts, and
wrought such havoc with property
both near and remote that not even a
partial calculation can be made of the
fiuancial damage at present. For
blocks around scarcely a building es-

caped injuries from the volumes of wa-

ter which poured into the streets and
basements. The loss will reach far
into the thousands.

The damage by water extends as far
far west as Sixth avenue and as far
east as Firstavenue. The sewers were
choked by the great rush of water, and
then the flood rose in the streets. The
big water main was probably cracked
by a blast which was tired in a sewer
excavation late Saturday afternoon.
Then in the night time, when the
strain on the pipe was greatest, it gave
way and the flood followed.

The breaking of a the pipe was an-- 1

nounced by a rumbling noise which
awakened the people in the immediate
vicinity. Looking out of their win-- (

dows they saw a great geyser in the
middle of the avenue shooting a vast
volume of water into the air, a column
so high that it reached almost to the
top of the electric light pole on the
corner. Those who had no view of the
fountain heard a mighty rush of water.

For five hour this column shot into
the air before it was shut oil at its
source, and iu that time 10.000,000 gal-

lons of water had run down the avenue
and side streets on either hand. All
the streets east of Madison avenue
slope gradually, and down them the
water surged in a torrent, flooding the
cellars and basements.

The most serious damage was dono
to the building of the railroad branch
0 the Y. M. C. A. and the Knicker-
bocker Athletic club house. In the
basement of the latter place the dyna-
mos, machinery, bowling alleys, bath
rooms and big swimming tank have
probably been ruined by the flood.
The club officials place the loss at S15.-00- 0.

The club house will be closed
until the damage has been repaired.

After five hours the flow was stopped.
Almost without exception the houses
in the vicinity of the break were so
flooded that they have been damaged
from S500 to SiOOO. The residence of

J. Hooker Hamersley, William Eustace,
J. Talpot and the clubhouse of the
Delta Phi were among those most
damaged.
