Faith In Cud.

London. Oct. 10. The complete
dearth of news since afternoon from
the Cape, on which all attention is
riveted, is poorly compensated for by
the mass of minor details published
concerning the preparations for the
dispatch of the army corps and specu-

lation as to the length and character
of the debates when parliament meets.
In official circles there is said to be
apprehension that the radicals will of-

fer protracted opposition to the gov-

ernment's policy in South Africa,
which will possibly make prorogation
and Christmas near neighbors.

Lord Salisbury's whip to the lord
issued last night said parliament will
deal with matters of grave moment.

The latest dispatch from Lourenco
Marques, relating to the chasing of
the steamer fluelph by the cruiser
Philomel, caused some stir, and espe-
cially as it was announced the Ouelph
had landed at Durban 414 cases of am-
munitions for the Doers. There is a
general feelingthat ammunition ought
not to be allowed to be forwarded.

The I'all Mall Gazette, referring to
the matter, says:

"There is hope that the ammunition
will be seized at Durban, as Xatal pos-
sesses a ministry whose loyalty is un-

questioned. Had not the Filipinos
been given arms by Americans with
which to tight Spain. Gen. Otis would
long ago have lieen enjoying his ease
at home. Similarly with the Doers, we
may have to pay heavily in blood for
the apathy the Cape government has
:xhibited in this manner."

Koll Faith In the Almighty.
Pretoria. Oct. 10. President Kruger,

in the course of an interview, said he
regarded the situation as very grave
and considered it very difficult to pre-
dict coming events. The landing of
I'ritish reinforcements in Natal, he
said, did not trouble him as he had
full faith in the Almighty. Mr. Kru-
ger declared he knew nothing of the
reported intention of Mr. llojneyr, the
Afrikander leader, and J. Hose Inncs,
under secretary of the native affairs
in South Africa, to come to Pretoria,
ami that there was nothing further
known regarding the suggested arbi-
tration by the L'nited States.

1r the Retirement of Greenback
Would Benefit Only Money Hold
ersIf the Greenback la Good
Enough to Stand Behind the Bank
Kate, It la Good Enoagh to Stand
Alone.

ew York, Oct. S. The following
(rem the pen of Cot. William J. Bryan
appears in the Journal, under the cap
tion ''Bank Note Despotism:"

The advocates of the gold standard
have a double purpose.

First They desire to make gold the
only legal tender for the payment of
debts, public and private. I have dis-

cussed this ijuestion on former occa-
sions and have nointfd out that the
necessary effect of such a law would
be to create ti greater demand for gold,
which would then be the only money
legally available for the payment of
debts, and thus aid the money-ownin- g

class and injure the wealth-producin- g

class.
The second purpose of the advocates

of the gold standard !s to make bank
cotes the only credit money.

In response to your invitation I beg
to submit a few arguments in support
of the greenback as against the bank
note. The greenback is issued by the
government and the volume of such
money is determined by the people act
ing through their representatives. The
supreme court has held that such
a money can be made a legal tender.
When a man has greenbacks in his
pocket he has money which is availa-
ble for the payment of his debts; if he

bank notes, his money is only good
when the creditor is willing to accept
the money.

During the war, when gold and sil-

ver were at a premium, bank notes
circr.Iatcd cn a level with greenbacks
and were never worth any more; the
teitson being that national bank notes j

ere payable m lawful money ana the
greenback being money (and at the
same time the cheapest money) was
used by the banks for the redemption
of bank rote. It is interesting now to
htHr tr cse oankorsvwho redeemed
banl. note? in paper when gold and sil-

ver were at n premium of over a hun-

dred per cent., talk about dishonesty
of a debtor, whether the debtor be an
individual or the government, who
would redeem his obligations in any-

thing but the dearest money.
Bank Xotr's Ilnckinir.

The bank note has been good be-

cause it has it the bonds and
the greenbacks issued by the govern
ment. If the greenback is good
enough to stand behind the bank note,
it i- - good enough to stand alone with-

out env bank note in front of it.
A national bank currency is objec-

tionable because it is gross favoritism
evtended to a few. A bill reported by
the house committee on coinage.
wti"hts and mea-ur- es in the last con
gress provided:

"First Jhat the treasurer of the
l'nited States pay out gold coin in re-

demption of greenbacks and treasury
notes.

"Stcond That the secretary of the
treasury have authority to issue gold
bends, drawing not more than three
per cent., to secure the gold to main-

tain cold redemption.
"Third That national banks be al-

lowed to deposit bonds and receive
bank notes up to the par value of the
bonds so deposited.

"Fourth That the tax on national
banks be reduced."

If this plan goes into operation, thi
difference iu its effect upon the in-

dividual and the national bank may be
stated as follows. The greenbacks are
to be retired and bonds issued. This
will mean an increase in taxes to pay
the interest upon the bonds. The in
dividual who enjoys no special privi-

lege will find his taxes increased, whilo
the national bank that enjoys special
privileges will find its taxes dimin--i
ished.

Other Krasnna.
Second If the individual buys a

bond at par. lie will lose the use of his
money and must content lumelf wit.i
the three rer cent, interest. It a na
tional bank invests its bonds at par it
can deposit the bonds and secure bank
r.otes to the face vaiue of bonds, thus.
securing a return on its investment,
and in addition to that it can draw-thre-

per cent, interest upon the bonds.
In other words, the individual parts
with his money and draws interest,
while the national bank gets its money
back and draws interest besides.

The individual must eat his cake or
rep it. The national bank loth eats

its cake and keeps it. This :s favorit-
ism that ought not to be tolerated in

government which recognizes the
doctrine of equality iiefore the taw.
The moment the government begins to
confer special pnviiegrs, those in a
position to profit by favoritism begin
to clamor for legislation immediately

11 their interest, and as a result th.
instrumentalities of government are
used for private gain and the true pur
pose of government forgotten.

There is another objection to m- -
tional bank currency, namelv. that the
r.utionul banks are given control over
he volume of credit money. Power to
ssue money should never be intrusted

to private individuals or private
Jeffcrsou was an opponent

of banks of is.-u-e. and iu one of his.
letters declared that his opposition
was so persistent that he had been de-
nounced as a maniac by those bankers
vhc desired tu secure this privilege

from the government. Benton, la
summing up the work of Jackson, garo
emphasis to his fight with the national
bank, and compared his work with the
work of Cicero, saying- that, when ha
destroyed the bank conspiracy, ho
saved America as Cicero had saved
Home, by overthrowing the conspira-
cy of Cataline.

Wendell Phillips has so well ed

the danger of allowing indi-
viduals to control the volume cf money
that I quote from a speech made bj;
him a few years before his death:

Wendell Phillips' Views.
"In other words, it was the cur

rency, which, rightly arranged, opened
a nation's well springs, found work for
willing hands to do and filled them
with a just return, while honest capi-
tal, daily larger and more secure, min-
istered to a glad prosperity. Or it was
currency, wickedly and selfishly jug-
gled, that made merchants bankrupt
and starved labor into discontent and
slavery while capital added house to
house and field to field and gathered
into its miserly hands all the wealth
left in a ruined land."

The first question, therefore, in an
industrial nation is: Where ought con-
trol of the currency to rest? In whosa
hands can this almost omnipotent pow-
er be trusted? Every writer of politi-
cal economy, from Aristotle to Adam
Staith, allows that a change in the
currency alters the price of every
ounce and yard of merchandise and ev-

ery foot of land. Whom can we trust
with this despotism? At present the
banks and the money kings wield this
power. They own the yardstick and
can make it longer or shorter as they
ptease. Thev own every pound weight,
and can make it heavier or lighter, as
thev choose. This explains the riddle
so mysterious to common people, that
these who trade in money always
grow rich, even while those who trade
in other things go into banlnmptcy.

The third objection to national
backs of issue is that the moment the
bank is permitted to issue money that
moment it becomes, for pecuniary
reasons, the enemv of anv government
paper.

The banks are now urging that the
issue of paper money is a function of
the banks and that the government
ought to go out of the banking busi-
ness. Our answer is that the issue of
money is a function of government
and the banks ought to go out of the
governing business. The government
can not afford to build up a strong
financial interest hostile to the exer-
cise by the government of the right
to issue and control both the metallic
and paper money of the nation.

ANOTHER MURDER MYSTERY.

A Case to Test the Einrlener o( Xev
York's Sleuths Who are All

In the Search.

New York, Oct. 9. Several parts o'.
a dismembered body of a woman are
at the morgue, and the police are in-

vestigating another river mystery.
Fished from the Xorth RlTer.

In the Xorth river, at the foot ol
West Thirteenth street, a man fishing
Saturday night, hauled up on his hook
a bundle containing the trunk of a
woman's body. Early in the morning
the left thigh of a woman, wrapped
in several newspapers, had been found
in front of 160 West Seventeenth
street.
ThlKh and Trunk Kitted Together.
It was found that the portion of the

thigh fitted the dismembered trunk
and a general alarm was sent out.
Scores of police were detailed along
the North river front and throughout
the precinct in which the portions of
the body were found, in search of the
missing parts. L'p to a late hour last
night nothing had been found.

A Woman and a Mother.
The coroner's physician and several

other physicians who have examineii
the parts are of the opinion that thev
are those of a woman about fie feet
six inches in height and weighing be
tween 140 and 160 pounds. It waa
stated also that the woman was prob-
ably less than middle aged and had
been a mother.

Of Reeent Oeearreaee.
The newspapers in which the parts

of the body were wrapped including
one of the date of October ?, showing
that the body had been dismembered
on that date or subsequent to it. There
were several marks on the papers, but
the nature of these the police will
not disclose.

Tell-Ta- le Cuts.
The physicians" examination of the

parts at the morgue disclosed a
cut three inches long on the left thigh
and above this several smaller cuts
giving the impression that the body
had been hacked. A number of littltj
cuts were found on the buttock, on
the left side, and the?e corresponded
to the cnts on the left thigh, indicating
that they were inflicted before tho
body was cut to pieces, and establish-
ing the relationship between the two
parts.

A Close Watch.
Last night the water fronts all

around the citv were closelv- - watchrd
by the police, the threatening night
being considered a likely tim for th
disposal of the rest of the dismem
bered body.

A Ceneral Alarm.
A general r.Iarm was sent out toward

midnight from the West Thirtieta
street station, for a driver and furni-
ture van which were seen between fiva
and six o'clock yesterday morning at
the foot of Seventeenth street. Tho
man's conduct was so strange a to ex-
cite comment. lie is described as a
man of stoat build, of medium height
and having a sandy mustache.
