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ABOUT SHUT IN OATS.

The Plan Here Deaerlbed Ilaa Been
Found Effective In ttlddlns; the

Seed of All Sporea.

We present herewith an illustratiot
showing the contrivances used in the
treatment of smut in oats. Smut, as
has been explained in this publication,
is n seed, spore, that lodges under the
husks of the seed or oats. U'hen the
seed is sown it germinates the same as
oats or wheat and grows smut, after
its kind. The plan here suggested has
been found effective and completely
rids the seed of smut spores.

A represents a tub or large vessel
which is to contain warm water into
which the oats for treatment are
dipped, being in a gunny sack, which
is of coarse liber and therefore be-

comes thoroughly saturated, as ulso
do the contents, with water very
quickly. The sack should be large
enough to hold two bushels, but it

should not be filled to the top put in
about a Itu-h- cl and a half, so that
the seed will be loose. Dip them into
the warm water and agitate :t

getting the entire bulk
snakrd; take out the bag anil hang
on the hook (V.) of lever (O) and dip
into the large vessel (I!), under which
a live fire should be burning, the wa-

ter being between 130 and Y.' degrees
Fahrenheit. The lever is operated so
as to nvoid close contact with the hot
water or smoke of the fire. Let the
bag of oats stay in the hot water from
liv'e to six minutes, pressing the lever
up and down.
