What It Costs Chicago to Keep Dogn.
Up to the present time 33,000 dog li-
censes bave been issued in 1800, Defore
the season is over it is estimated that
7,000 or 8,000 more will be taken out.
It is estimated by the kennel editor of
the American Field that about one out
of every five dogs in the city is provid-
ced with a license. Figuring on this
basis the total eanine population of the
city is nbout 200,000. A fair estimate of
the cost of keeping a dog Is 25 cents a
week.

| this would give a total of $10,000 a
week. It is also estimated that a child
