Boverie's Store Burnt.
At '2 o'clock Sunday morning

the cry nl "fire I" sounded through
the streets of Slo. Genevieve.
Dense clouds of smoke filled the
couit house square, and it was
nook seen that it came from
Hoveiie's store. Jos. Douavan
was the first to appear on the
scene, hhw (he III e force out tho
back window and gave the alatin.
The open window gave the de
Voiding element within the diufl
lo fan it, into a blar.e This was
about 2 o'clock. A half hour
later the flames htust out all over
the building and our little fire
engine, which arrived promptly,
si noil poweiless before a raging
sea of fire that, threatened lo du-

mmy the whole block. The heat
was no gieal that it could be felt
behind Ihu windows a half block
away, especially when the roof
and upper tl or camo down. This
was about ,'!:15. A half hour later
cartridges and fliewoih mateiial
exploded, and tho tire going rap-
id li' down, continued to blaze
only in the cellar. Dining the
gieatesl heal the attention of the
crowd and lire hi igade was con-

centrated no liouis Nauuiaiin'e
butcher shop which was in the
greatest danger. The two upper
windows and the cornice on llie
north side caught fire repeatedly,
but t he sti cum of water continu
ally directed theie did not gie it

time to get a linn hold. How
ever, Mr. Chardiii's household
goods and the meat in the shop
were removed to the sheet, an
had already been a number of
barrels nt coal oil. Sexatter'a
alao had commenced lo carry out
their furniture, when tho danger
seemed greatest. One can form
an idea of (he magnitude of the
tiro when ho is loid that the
smoke lolled out on I lit-- Plank
road beyond the city limits and
burning fragments diopped to the
giouml us far out as .John Shaw's
place. It was fottumite for the
neighbors that the wind came
from llie east, but this increased
the ditllcullifs in the work of the
tire brigade The hoe man at the
noi th west coiner of the butcher
shop could not enduie llie heat
till the lucky idea struuk Anion
(I u ti nl it to get the big umbrella,
which he then kept well welted,
and held over the Iiobo mail In
shield him from the heat. An
other lucky circumstance was
that it had mined in the night and
everything was comparatively
damp. Still there might lime been
more mischief had not the neigh
doling roofs been of tin, iron or
slate. The safe on - tho upper
floor witli some money and papers
fell through when tho iloor gave
way and was afterwards pulled
out of the cellar red hot. For
nearly an hour if lnd to be treat
ed to a eoltl water bath before il
could be opened. The contents
were scorched and wet but in-

tact. Mr. Reverie's loss is vaiioiis
ly estimated at between $.'0,000
and f40,000, of which about
$l,'i 000 Is insured. The lire seems
to have oilgiuated from I he
southeast corner of (lie store and
burned a long lime, befoieJoo
Douavan discovered il. It is tine,
the loss lias not fallen on a poor
man, but wverbody sympathizes
with .Mr. Itovcric in I ho hour of
his great misforlune.'
