For the benefit of tliofcc who often
desire to know, how long seeds will
keep well, we take the following from
an old table, which was niadu for
home-grow- n seeds, saved with care:
l'ursnlps, one year; bonus, one to
two years; borage, cress, balm and
salsify, two years; corn, nasturtiums
ii ml peas-- , two to three years; garlic
and onions, three years; lettuce, leek,
tnvory, spinach and turnip, three to
four years; caraway, margoniin and
rutabagas, four years; fennel, live
years; parsley and peppers, ihe to
six years; carrots, cabbages, celery
nnd radishes, six to eight years;
beets, cucumbers, liiangcl-wure- l,

pumpkins, squnshes and melons, eight
to ten years. Much depends upon
how ripe they are when gathered and
how, they nre kept. If placed in a
nearly air-tig- metal box, they will
keep much longer than if left ex-

posed tn air, dampness nnd the ex-

tremes of heat and cold.
Melons nnd rye have been known

to grow when 111 years old, hcnsitive
plants nt 00 year- - and kidney beans
at 100 yfcnvs-- There are now gri.w-in-

at various places In this coiiutrj
berry vines from seeds 1,700 years
old. also various grain found in
Kgyptian tombs and supposed to lie
at leastr 1,000 years old.
