Through the Worst Flood
in Its History.

MANY HUMAN LIVES HAVE BEEN LOST.

'Million of Dnllnrn' Worth of I'roprrlr
Destroj-er- t Htnl tlifi Itnllrnnils Tpnipor-nrll- r

Kansns City, Mo.' June 1. Willi the

waters of the Kaw and Missouri riv-r- s

nearly four feet above the disas-

trous level of 18SI and their swollen
tide spread over 18 square miles of
the city and Its suburbs, Kansas City
Is enduring the worst flood of its his-

tory.
'l'welre bodies have been counted ns

they floated past. In nearly every in-

stance they were lying across pieces
jf wreckage. On the roof of a cabin
that came swirling down could be
seen the body of a woman and her
child.

The financial loss hns been Increas-

ing all day, and lids fair to continue.
The heaviest loss Is at Arinourdale,
where the losses to the packing Indus-r- y

nndothers are placed conservative-
ly at $2,500,000. Argentine, another b,

has suffered losses estimated at
f.KiO.000. Other losses, which can not
be estimated, will increase the total
very materially.

Cllj- XV'lllioul AVnler Snpplr.
Two-third- s of Arniourdalc is under

water. Over forty-liv- e hundred peo-

ple In this suburb found safety In the
the higher part of the town. All
bridges over the Kaw river nre down,
and the only communication with Ar-

niourdalc is by boat.
Kansas City is without a water sup-

ply, the flood having disabled the
pumping station, nnd the utmost enre
Is being taken that no fires shall
break out. Kvcn a small fire, it is
feared, would start a conflagration.

The city is blockaded with trains
unable to get out. Not a train went
out Sunday except to the east.

t'nlon sifitlon ('ftclcs.
The Union station, by the rise of

tlie Hood, is rendered practically use-
less. At one end the water was three
feel deep Sunday, and at the other
it was a foot higher. In the baggage
room baggage was fastened to tackle
nnd suspended in the air out of the
reach of water.

Two-third- s of Argentine, n railroad
nnd manufacturing town on the south
bank of the Kansas river, six miles
from Kansas City, Is inundated by ten
to twelve feet of water, and probably
$500,000 of damage has been done.

Forty-fiv- e of the 0,500 inhabitants
nre homeless nnd nearly three thou-

sand are destitute. Five bridges have
been swept nvvny, all the railroad
tracks and factories nre under water
and business is suspended. Various
rumors of lo.,s of life enn not be veri-
fied, but an unknown negro woman Is

known to have been drowned. She
was clinging to a log which struck the
accumulated wreckage at a bridge, and
was carried under. The Santa Fe'.s
property loss is very hcuvy, but can
scarcely be estimated until the flood
has abated. The company has 100

miles of track in the Argentine yards,
nnd several miles of freight cars stand
submerged.

Some cars have bioken loose finni

their trucks nnd tloated down the riv-

er. The current hns left the old chan-

nel and has moved -- outh, taking all
the buildings in its path.

The Turner's bridge, three miles
nbove Argentine went out ut 10;30
o'clock .Sunday morning. Its wreck-
age lodged against the county bridge
nt Argentine, which succumbed at
noon. The belt line steel railroad
bridge just below the county bridge
fell immediately afterwards. Then, iu
succession, the Twenty-fourt- h street
bridge, owned jointly by the Metro-
politan Street Wailway Co. and the
county, and the county bridge nt Fifth
street were carried away. The rail-

road bridge was valued at $75,000, and
the other four at $35,000 each, making
the bridge loss $175,001).

Five hundred frame dwelling houses
are under water, and with a further
rise many will be swept away.

Thirty CnrN lltiriilni:.
Late Sunday afternoon the walls of

i building at the foot of Fifth street
fell with a crash,

At nine o'clock seven fires were
burning iu as many places in the rail-
road yards, all of them having origi-
nated from lime stored iu freight
cars, the lime having become heated
by contact with the water.

At four o'clock the most serious
blae of the day broke out in some
lime ears standing opposite the west
end of the I'nion depot and directly
behind the round house owned jointly
by nil the roads entering the depot.

The wind carried tlie great sheets
of flame toward the south nnd the
current swept patches of blazing oil In

tlie opposite direction. Fortunately
there was an open space directly
north of this fire which afforded
egress for the burning oil, nnd It wilt
carried swiftly out to the river.

While this blap was at Its height
frantic cries of "Help!" Help!" came
from the vicinity of the fire, but the
man who uttered them could not be

located, although nuinbers of men rnt
out upon the Twelfth street viaduct
to lend what aid they could. There
were no boats, darkness was rapidly
closing down. nnd "ynless the nuthoi
of the cries ' saved Milmsclf, an tin
known mail went down to death with
hundreds of people close at hand anc

utterly unable to lend a hand to nlc

him.

There were rumors that the tota.
number of deaths In the wholesale
district of the city during the lattel
part of tlie day will reach as high at
fifty, but there Is no direct evidence ol

this nnd no possible way of determin-
ing the matter until the waters sub-

side. Directly south of the viaduct
stood the warehouse of the Mlstourl
Lime and Cement Co., n building m
feet long and 50 feet wide. Close to II

stood a number of cars loaded wilt
lime, and at five o'clock they were nl

ablne and vvitli them went the ware-
house and all It contained.

About a dozen freight cars not load
cd with lime were consumed also. Tlu
damage iu this fire could not be lest
than $100,000.

The other fires were scattered ovei
a district five miles long Ly three
miles wide, and in every instance arc
supposed to be lime cars. It was im-

possible to approach within a mile of
them, but none of them was large.

Wife ees HunliMitil Swept Avvny.
Willlum llelsler, 75 years of age. if

known to have been drowned near his
lioe.ie in the east bottom. In company,
with his wife lie started to leave his
home and both ( them were borne
down. Mrs. llelsler managed to grasp
a bit of floating sidewalk nnd clung to
it until help arrived. Her husband
was unable to fight agninst the cur-

rent nnd was drowned.
Kdwnrd Iilanchard, city plumbing

inspector, is authority for the state
ment thnt three women nre caught in
the freight house of the Union Pa
cille railway. He declared, Sunday
evening, that he saw tlicin late iu the
afternoon waving their hands and
beckoning for help. It vviis impossible
for anybody to reach them, however,
and they are still imprisoned.

It is estimated that 850 people were
rescued from buildings in the west
bottoms during the day. Four dray
wagons used by the foremen and po-

lice in icmoviiig people from buildings
were partially under vvnter. This was
continued until the water rose to such
a height that the horses could scarce-
ly struggle through it. Then a large
number of boats were pressed into
service, and refugees were removed to
the approaches of the L road sta-

tions, from which point they could
climb to places of safety.

At 11 o'clock K. K. Matchctte, gen-

eral manager of the Schwartz-schil- d
fc

Sulzberger packing plant, telephoned
that 100 men were imprisoned by the
vvnter in tlie packing house, and asked
the police to try to rescue thein.
Three boats were hauled to Twenty-fourt- h

street near the Turkey Creek
pumping station, and were launched
with two men in each. The boats
left the Missouri side at 12 o'clock,
and three hours later all the men had
been taken off.

FIRE AND FLOOD CLAIM MANY LIVES.

hundred nnd seventy-fiv- e or two hun-

dred lives lost; millions of dollars of

property destroyed; hundreds of pis-

tol shots as signals of distress, blend
ed vvitli the agonl.lng cries of unwill-
ing inhabitants of tree tops nnd roofs
of houses, nnd (lie wntcrs creeping
upward nnd then slowly subsiding nnd
alternately changing hope to despair,
the capital city of Kntisns passed the
memorable Sabbath day of its ex-

istence. Through nil this discomfort-
ing condition of affairs was added tho
presence of a cold and dismal rain.

The ardor of heroic rescuers wat
not abated in tlie least by the condi-
tions which confronted them. For
long dreary hours knee-dee- p In water
and sometimes In vvnter up to their
necks, they worked with might nnd
main. To-da- y they can proudly point
to three hundred or more rescued
ones who, otherwise, might have been
swept away in the current.
