The building has a double
door. Ono for tho Ice to rest upon,
which was loose enough for the drip-
pings to work through and run off tho
second floor, which was watertight and
on a slant, as shown by lino 1), and
conducted the water away from tho
buitdlng through a spout made llho
nn cavestrough, as shown in lino C.
The porch on the corner, A, Is the
entrance, and that part of It Is a
storm door thero being two other
doors and walls boforo getting Into
tho storage room proper. This makes
It moro easy to go in and out of It
without affecting tho temperature of
the room. Tho building lias a doublo
roof, nnd tho ends aro provided with
large windows just below tho roof that
give vent to the chamber above the ico,
nnd tho double roof protects It from
the sun. The storo room has plenty of
light. It being well supplied with win-
dows. But for fear you may got a
wrong Idea of this I will state that
they aro three deep, that 13, three sash
each, containing two thicknesses of
glass, making in all six panes of
glass and four air spaces between tho
outside and the inside of tho room.
With ico in tho building, the lower
room does not vary much In tempera-
ture any time during tho summer, al-

ways remaining about 10 degrees above
zero. With this kind of lco house one
can keep butter almost as well as it
is kept In cold storage plants. E. F.

Recently, In referring to a vrry pro-
ductive section or Wisconsin, Hoard-- s

Dairyman said that C5 acres of good
tillable land would annually support 40
cows for dairy purposes. A correspond- -
snt from Ohio asked for a rotation of
crops to adopt for this work in connec
tion with corn, and tho provisions for
pasture, to which the Dairyman replied
is follows:

"There Is probably just as good land
In Ohio, but we nre not Mifllclcntly

with Ohio conditions to justify
a similar statoment for every farm In
that state Given good land in Ohio, or
elsewhere, we should depend very
largely upon corn and alfalfa as tho
main crops, and devote very little nrrr- -
aso to pasture. We should expect to
raise corn enough to fill silos nnd havo
considerable left over forcrlbhlng. Wc
should aim to keep a goodly number ol
hogs to take the skim milk to good ad-
vantage, and expect to uso the money
received for hogs In purchasing feed for
tho cows and other hogs. Alfalfa has
not been recommended for a short rota
tlon and we should therefore wait until
moro is learned about alfalfa, expect
to grow pome common clover, and. pos
slbly, wheat, oats nnd barley. These,
however, are questions that can only bo
fully answered when one Is entirely
conversant with tho foil, climate anc
markets."

SOME PERTINENT QUESTIONS.

Apitllrnlile Alike (o Ohio nnil Oilier
1'luren Where the Snetlhliul-c- m

Are nt Work.

Our civil scrvlco reform administra-
tion is nbout to tnJ:o tho war path In
Ohio nnd big chief' Shaw Is preparing
ills feather headgear nnd coloring up
his lineaments to strlko terror Into tho
hearts of tho Ohio democrats. Tho
stresi to which Scnntor Hnnna and his
cohorts are put must bo extraordinary,
for tho republican stato committee has
'iigaged, It Is said, 1,800 Bpellblnderc
to withstand tho onslaught of the
democrats, and yet thcro seems to bo
but two chnmplons of domocrney to
meet them on the oratorical field. It
In llko David with his sling, and his
combat wllh tho brass protected Go-Ha-

and tho result may bo as disas-
trous to tho stronger side. It will bo
lr right and Justice prevail.

Thero Is much questioning of tht
candidates and speakers at tho meet-
ings in Ohio. Many of tho votcis aro
striving to nrrivo nt a Just conclusion
of the contention of tho two parties In
this strenuous cnmpalgn. As tho re-

publicans are endeavoring to confine
tho issues to national affairs, nnd as
I'resldont Roosevelt's secretary of the
treasury will doubtless conflno IiIh re-

marks to tho great affairs of state, of
finance and taxation, perhaps sonic
democrat or Independent republican
may wish to question Mr. Shaw, or, as
the New York World suggests:

"If Mr. Shaw Is short of texts for
his speeches, or If ho really desires to
enlighten the voters upon the sub-
jects of most vital Intorost to them, ho
might bo respectfully Invited to an-

swer thpse questions:,
"Is It Just to continue taxing the

people $50,000,000 a year in excess of
tho needs of tho government?

"Would It not bo better, as well as
moro equitable, to leave the money not
required for the exponscs of tho gov-

ernment in tho pockets of the people
who earn It, rather than to deposit It
In favored banks without Interest?

"Why should not congress nt tho
coming session repeal or reduce thti
duties on steel and other trust-mad- o

products that aro manufactured cheap-
er here than they can bo nbroad, and
aro actually sold In foralgn markets at
prices lower than to our own consum-srs- ?

"When will tho republican party re-

peal or reduce dutlos that are no
longer needed for either revenue t'f
protection, but that, In the language
of tho Iowa republicans, 'shelter mo-

nopoly?' Doos tho secretary think
'the dny after never' a satisfactory
date? Or Is it his opinion that the time
and tho character of tariff revision
should be fixed by the monopolies that
benefit by the duties?"

To answer those quostlons In a can-
did manner, without the quibbling and
shuffling that the secretary has used
on other occasions will open the eyes
of thousands of voters to tho Iniqui-
ties of tho republican system of
finance and taxation that are lobbing
the masses to enrich tho few. It may
bo unpleasant for the secretary of the
treasury to own up that ho has
strained the law to the breaking point,
to help his friends, the Wall street and
other gamblers, tide over their difficul
ties and to try to prevent the stock
gamblers from suffering a greater re- -
verso than has already overtaken
them, but thcro Is only ono answer to
the question, If honestly given.

If
there aro any favors to be shown,
should not our own people bo tho re-
cipients. Secretary Shaw will also
havo to explain lo the workingmen
how It Is that during tho past month
a number of Ohio furnaces and other
factories havo shut down or are run-
ning on short time. Tho Iron Ago for
October S, gives a list of a large
number or Iron mills that havo shut
down. Amongst them there are In Ohio:
Tho Allentown Rolling mill, both of
Its furnaces; tho furnace of tho Allen-tow- n

Iron works, and two furnaces
controlled by the Empire Iron and
Steel company nnd the Macunnlo fur-
nace has also ceased work. Other shut
downs have been reported during the
present month, amongst them the
large furnace controlled by the Ameri-
can Steel company at Columbus, em-
ploying over 1,000 men. The Hocking
Valley miners also nre only employed
one-thir- d of their time. How can Sec-
retary Shaw answer theso men and the
others thrown out of employment
when tho protective tariff, that the
secretary so ardently bollevcs in, does
not protect them, and tho boasted high
wages that they havo no chance to
earn cannot pay the vastly Increased
cost of living which the republican
syntem entails?
