basis, but tho receivers in tho railroad
rases wero friendly to tho wrecl-crs- ,

so no punishment of the robbers was
attempted and they wero allowed lo
get away with tho swag. The ret elver
of tho asphalt trust was not so ccm-placc- nt

nnd Ocn. Greene, tho repub-
lican commissioner of police of New-Yor-

city, Is being prosecuted by the
receiver with a strong probability that
bo will havo to dlsgorgo somo of the

gains. There aro a good
many other trust magnate ou the
ragged edge and with hard times com-
ing on and business decreasing, more
of tlio promoters of these

corporations will bo taken into
court and n3ketl to oxplnin whero all
tho money has gono to. Thus tho
quarrels of trust promoters over tho
cold remains of somo of the trusts lu
doiug moro than congress or prcbldent
tor "publicity."
