prosecution. This defender and advo-

cate of tlio beef trust declares tho Gar-fiel- d

report to ho one of "the fairest,
most Impartial and un-

prejudiced statements" ever made.
That this Idea of the report Is not
shared by the newspapers of tho coun-

try seems to considerably worry the
nttthor of "Facts About tuo licet Trust,"
for ho says:

"Ono would think Hint after tho Onr-flel- d

report the prnny-n-llner- s would
subside, but no, they keep It up. Their
lollcy Is 'throw all the dirt jou can and
some of It will he sure to stick.' Were
they to drop the licef trutt how could
they I1II their papers with sensational
matter?"

The public who feel they aro being
swindled at both ends of tho business
methods of the trust, mo even more
anxious lo see "the machinery of Jus-

tice" grind out the grist than the news-
papers are. The farmers and stock
growers bollrvo thuy aro not getting a
fair price for their rattle and hogs and
tho consumers know they are paying
an enormous price for beef which tho
believe to he unreasonable. Then tho
federal court believed from the evidence
produced that tho packers, known as tho
trust, have romblned together to re-

duce the price they would pny for rattle
and to raise tho price the trust sells Its
beef for. Furthermore tlio redcrnl grand
Jury has indicted the packers, on tho evi-

dence brought before It. and It Is quite
probable If the prosecution Is followed
tip vigorously that the beef barons may
yet be serving time In striped clothes.

When all the "Facts About Die Beef
Trust" are disclosed, tnrlr wicked com-

bination to rob tho fanners and despoil
tho beef eating public will be made
plain. That tint administration has
favored the trust by giving It a virtual
monopoly through the government In-

spection will have to be Investigated
anil attended to by congress. If there is
to be any advantage it should be the
competitors of the trust that should bo
favored
