or sneezing, A tremendous quantity
of atlll smaller droplets aro dis-

charged In tho form of un Invisible
spray or mist, which floats about In
the nlr for boiiio time. Scientists
have found that when n man coughs,
spits or sneezes in a largo hall or
room where tba air Is quiet, thcso
tiny, Invisible germ-lade- n droplets
will float In the nlr for n distance of
2i to 100 feet. These tiny droplets,
In tho form of mist or spray, may be
breathed In by other people, or they
may settle on objects with which
thoy como Into Intimate contact, Biich
as food nnd clothing. Viewed in this
light, Bnch conduct Is at least Im-

polite. Furthermore, It Is dnngorous
to the public nt large to have careless
people actually coughing, sneezing and
spitting germ-lado- matter, Into their
faces, even If It, Is Invisible and In the
form of lino mist."
