BARRED FROM SELLING MILK.

Superintendent Eckles Heeds Protest
That School Sales Injure Trade.

Columbia. Should tho milk nt tho
university dairy bo sold or thrown
away after It has been "separated?"
Columbia dairymen argue It should,
and C. H. Eckles, superintendent-- , has
decreed no milk Is to bo sold directly
to consumers. During summer tho
dairy makes Ice cream for Columbia
itorcs and also uiukkc and sells but-
ter.

Dairymen contend Mb university
has no right to cut In on their profits
and that milk from the champion cows
Is of such recognized superiority that
It would drlvo them out of business.

Tho same argument wns advanced
against the University of Mlssourlau,
printed by tho school of Journalism.
In vain the school of Journalism ar-

gued its students had to havo prac-
tical experience. The state legisla-
ture put a rider on tho appropraitlons
regarding accoptlng advertising for
university publications. Then tho
University Mlssourlau incorporated
and now sells advertising space to
Columbia merchants.

DIRECT SCHOOL TAX PLANNED.

Missouri Teachers' Association to
Campaign for Amendment,

Columbia. A campaign will be
made by the Missouri State Teachers'
association In behalf of the proposed
amendment to the state constitution
levying a direct tax for tho support of
educational institutions. Tho public
schools, the normal schools and the
University of Missouri would all re-

ceive part of the money, derived from
the tax.

Tho campaign will be managed by
Uel W. Lamkln, president of tho asso
ciation. His headquarters will be at
Jefferson City.

Pledges $3,000 for Road.

THE LAST

TWO STATEMENTS BY SCHWAB

SEEM CONTRADICTORY.

Declares Steel Tariff Must Not Be
Lowered, and Talks of Victory In

Market Over His European
Competitors.

When Charles M. Schwab returned
from a trip to Italy ho Immediately
gave out an interview saying that the
tariff on steol cannot bo materially
lowered without crippling the Indus-
try.

Mr. Schwab Is prosldent of tho
Bethlehem Steel corporation and
chairman of the board. His company
has issued $15,000,000 In common
stock and a like amount of preferred
stocH- - The common stock hns never
paid a dividend and Is selling at about
38. Tho preferred Is a seven per cent,
stock which never paid seven per cent,
and has not paid nnythlng since 1908.

It sells around 72.
Mr. Schwab's company Is one of tho

many which "capitalized tho econo-

mies of consolidation;" that Is to say
Issued watered stock during the era
of trust promotion. Tho $15,000,000
of common stock Is mostly represent-
ative of thnt kind of capitalization,
and If ho means thnt tariff revision
will cripple tho Iron Industry by dis-
couraging that kind of financing ho
la perfectly right. The American peo-
ple are not going to revise tho tariff
with a view of furthering the schemo
of high finance or to help anyone pay
dividends on water.

But there Is n further fact In Mr.
Schwab's Interview thnt Is highly
Illuminating. Ho said ho had Just re-

turned from Italy, where his company
has closed a contract to supply armor
pinto for tho Italian navy. Mr.
Schwab's company has no tariff pro-
tection In Italy ngnlnst such great

g countries as England,
Franco, Germany and Belgium, but he
can sell steel against them In that
country because ho offers tho Italians
good stool nt fair prices,

If ho can Bell steel without tariff
protection In Italy he can do It at
homo.

Roosevelt took no action which looked
toward a genuine revision of the
tariff.

No wonder that Mr. Perkins is to
bo the treasurer of the new party. Ho
has nlrcndy contributed handsomely,
nnd tho bnrrel Is still open. It Is,
however, nn Imposition upon human
credulity to believe thnt his generos-
ity has no selfish end In view.
