Common salt 18 not so effective ae
oll on grass and narrow-leafed vege-
tation, but Is better than arsenite of
godi. When the vegetatlon Is very
rank malt will be found very desir
able and should be used at the rate
of from two to three tons per acre,
depending upon the rankness of the
growth. The salt should be fine
grained, free from lumps, and should
be @cattered very uniformly. To se-
cure the best results, it should be
made Into a saturated solutlon, one
pound being mixed with & quart and
o balf of water, The salt brine should
bo applied by means of a sprinkling
ean or sprinkler, which applies It
faster than a epraying outfit,
