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PROHIBITS DIPLOMATS FRON
DEALING WITH DE FACTO

GOVERNMENT.

MUST SEE HIM AT VERA CRUZ

Thl.v,Would Amount to Recognition of
First Chief's Claim as Head of

Mexico Most Ministers
Have Left Country.

Washington. Another action of the
Carranza government, which may
cause further complications for tho
diplomatic corps In Mexico City, was
taken In tho announcement that. Gen.
Carranza, as first chief, Is solely
authorized to receivo und pass on dip-
lomatic communications.

This virtually prohibits tho diplo-
mats In Mexico City from dealing with
Gen. Obregon, In command thore, and
may seriously affect the diplomatic
activity of American consular agents,
who always have been instructed to
deal with tho do facto authorities,
whoever they may be:

Tho order apparently will make it
imposiblo for diplomatic representa-
tives of foreign governments to deal
with the Carranza government, except
that they go to Vera Cruz, which they
have been unwilling to do, lest'such
action be construed as formal recogni-
tion.

Already most of the diplomats at
Mexico City have asked their govern-
ments for permission to depart when
the situation becomes Intolerable, and
some havo been advised to use their
own discretion.

BOY IS HELD AS SLAYER

Youth After Arrest Admits Stabbing

Goodwin was stabbed In the neck
with a knife and was found in Park
street In a dying condition at a time
when hundreds of people were pass-
ing. He was hurried to a hospital,
but ded without regaining con-
sciousness.

The' Edmumlson hoy was arrested
at his father's home In Cambridge. He
said:

"Goodwin was always picking on
me at rehearsals. After rehearsal I
came up Bowdoln street alone. Near
tho State House Annex Goodwin came
up to me. He struck mo twice. Then
I took out my knife and stubbed him.
I ran'nnd he ran aftor mo, but I got
away."

POLICY OF FAIRNESS

Democratic-Attitud- Toward "Big
Business."

Follow the Rules of the Game, Sayo
President Wilson, and the Coun-

try Will Be Behind Him In
the Stand Taken.

The true American attitude toward
business was admirably denned by
President Wilson In a single para-
graph of his speech to the American
Electric Railway association: k

"You aro nco unbarred from tho
contest becauso you" aro big and
strong, and you are not going to bo
penalized because you aro big and
strong, but you nro going to observo
tho rules of the track and not get in
anybody's way, except as you can
keep out' of his way by having more
vigor and skill than ho has."

This Is tho sum nnd subBtnnco of
the Sherman antitrust law and ot tho
Clayton amendment. Every business
man knows whether or not he Is fol-

lowing tho rules of tho game.
The case against tho Standard Oil

company was not for being big but
for fouling its competitors on tho
track, and that is tho case against ev-

ery conspiracy In restraint ot trade
which has been dealt with under the
Sherman law.

So far as business Is concerned the
period of uncertainty Is over, as the
president has said." The rules of tho
gamo havo been deflned, ahd" these
rules are an expression of the general
public conscience. For years the
managers of big business have insist-
ed that they could adapt themselves to
any conditions if they only know what
those conditions were. This was a
just complaint, but It has been met.
There Is no manager ot n great Indus-
try in the country who docs not know
In a general way what is expected of
him, or who docs not know that noth-
ing unjust or unreasonable is expected
of li?m.

What the president calls "tho maze
of interrogation1 points" has fcecn left
behind. American Industry haB a
clear Held and no favors. All It needs
now Is courage.

Scholarly Veto Message.
President Wilson nover has written

a liner or more', convincing stato paper
than that which accompanies his veto
of tho immigration bill. Brushing asldo
all tho "darkening of counsel by words
without knpwledgo" which has afflict-
ed congress In considering this mat-
ter, he goes at once to the heart of
tho heart of the question, and rejects
the bill because it violates tho prin-
ciples on which the great republic
Is built.

"It seeks to all but close entirely tho
gates of asylum which havo always
been open to those who could find no-

where else the right and opportunity
of constitutional agitation for what
they conceived to be tho. natural and
Inalienable rights of men, and It ex-

cludes those to whom the opportuni
ties of elementary education have
been denied without regard to their
character, their purposes or their nat-
ural capacity.

"Restrictions like these, adopted
earlier In our history as a nation,
would very materially havo altered
the course and cooled the humano ar-
dors of our politics.

"The right of political asylum has
brought to this country many a man
of noblo character and elevated pur
pose who was masked as an outlaw In
his own less fortunate land, and who
has yet become an ornament to our
citizenship and to our public councils."

Unless this Journal Is njuch mis-
taken, the people will back tho presl-dsu- t

In his action. There may bo need
to restrict immigration; thero Is no
need to baso restrictions on Injustice
and prejudice.

As to the Income Tax.
With whom Is tho income tax "un-

popular?" Surely with those who havo
to pay It. That, however, Is true of
all taxes. No ono enjoys paying them,
A tax is a necessary evil. But the
best tax is that which is Imposed, not
on needs, but on property. Wo havo
in this country for years been tax-
ing people, not on their property, hut
on their needs. Tho man with an o

of, say, $2,500 a year, and with
n half-doze- children, paid to the fed-
eral government vastly more than tho
bachelor with an income of $100,000
a year. Nothing could bo more unjust
than that.

Wo bollcvo that the principle Is
thoroughly established In this coun-
try and that even were Joo Cnnnon
elected president which Is, of course,
unthinkable thero would be no sug-
gestion looking to tho repeal of the'
Income tax. It Is here to stay and it
ought to stay. For It 'Is n good tax.
Thero could be no better proof of Its
merit than Its supposed "unpopu-
larity."

Sees Democratic Success,
."I am sure business conditions

would be no better If n Republican
succeeded Mr. Wilson than It Mr, Wil-
son succeeded himself," says "Tom"
Taggart of Indiana. "As for 1916, tho
success of the Democratic party may
defend upon the business conditions
In tho next two years. I have a great
deal of faith, If prosperity cornea
nothing can urevont the renomlnatlon
and election of tho president. Even
'f the European war continues, tho
people of (his country cannot afford
to chance horses."
