William Downing AccusedMan Who

William Downing, 31 years old, a
clerk, shot and killed Harry .Cunning-
ham, 35 years old, a boarder at the
Downing home In Carruthorsville, af-

ter accusing him of being unduly, at-

tentive to Mrs. Downlug. Downing
gavo himself up.

Cunningham was In. a saloon when
Downing entered and said:

"You have broken up my home and
f am going to kill you."

No porson In tho saloon moved as
Downing held a revolver against Cun-

ningham's back and marched him to
the Downing, home, five blocks away.
For one block they walked down tho
principal business street of tte town.
Those who saw them thought Down-

ing had been deputized as an officer
and was arresting Cnnnl'tigha'm.

Cunningham begged pltepusly nil
tho way for Downing not to harm him.
Whon they reached the Downing
home Cunningham knelt on tho side-
walk and prayed for his life.

"I'll give you one moment to pray
for your soul," replied Downing, and
as Cunningham prayed Downing shot
him.

ZINC ORE PRICES BOOKING

Great Demand for the Output is Mak-

ing Business Lively In Joplln
Mining District. ,

Another record price was establish-
ed for znc oro In tho Joplln district
last week when the basis- went to $75

a ton, a $," ndvanco over the week be-

fore, 'when $70, the previous ,

was established. This means that the
higher grad'o blends brought as high
as $78.

With the record smashing" prices of
tho last three weeks, duo to the
demand created by the war in Europe,
t'hd joplln district is enjoying one-b- f

tho greatest booms in Its history.
Mines which have been idle for years
are being prepared for operation and
in a short tlmo it is certain the out-

put will be greatly increased, -

A company will drain 800 acres of
mineral land In tho Cartervllle camp,
whero mining operations have not
been carried on since the flooding of
all the mines in that vicinity in 1905.
With ore at the present price the
ground can bo drained and tho water
shut out and despite nil this expense
a big proflt can bo obtained. Ten
mills were at work on this land when
tho floods caused them to bo abandon-
ed.

Tho city "contended
that tho gas company forfeited Its
franchlso when It undertook the dis-

tribution of natural gas. The object
was to force tho company into a new
contract whereby tho rato for bucIi
manufactured gas as might be sup-
plied would bo less than one dollar a
thousand feet, the prlco permitted un-

der the existing franchise.

RIVER WORK TO START AGAIN

Col. Deakyne to Resume Building Re-

vetments Between Kansas City
and St. Louis.

More than six hundred men will be
put hack to ork on tho government's
improvement ot tho Missouri River
wltliln tho next few days. Bids will be
advertised for carjjvln .March for ad-

ditional revetment construction that
will meau Jobs for a thousand more
meu.

"The stretch of river between Kan-

sas ally and St. Louis is entirely clear
'of Ice," .Col. Herbert Doakyue, United
States engineer in chargc,o( lho Kan-

sas City river division, said recently.
"Had It not. been for this snow, tho re-

vetment work at four points below
Kansas City, totaling approximately
half a million dollars, would have bceu
resumed the nrst of this week."

The revetment construction Bpoken
of Is at Napoleon's Bend, Camden
Hend, Just below Knnsas City, and at
Baker's Bend and Straub's Bend near
the St, Louis end of tho river.

Besides tho half million dollar Jobs
already contracted for, Colonel Deak-

yne is preparing other pieces of im-

provement work that will mean an ex-

penditure of $600,000, making a total
of $1,100,000 in work to he completed
this spring and summer. The actual
construction, however, on the new
Jobs will usK begin until May.

This shaft
was operated until' two months ago
by local people and about seventy men
worked In it. On account of flro in
an old part of tho shaft tbo state
mine inspector compelled them to
closo tho mine. Afterward ho gave
permission for flvo men at a time to
.enter tho shafts and work. Fifteen of
the miners took a contract to oper-
ate tho mine, working flvo men on

shifts. Watson and Rhody wero
married men and left families.
