Lh birds nro being strict-
ly enforced during thoJ fall shooting season, ln
recent years a number

of causes lmvo contributed to diminish
tho numbers of tho migratory garao
birds to such an extent that vigorous
measures aro necessary to prevent
their total extermination. The federal
government has therefore supplement-
ed tho various stato laws with regu-
lations which nro given below

Shoroblrds in particular Including
snipe, woodcock, curlew, avocet, plo-
ver, yellow-leg- s and sandpipers or
"peeps" havo suffered from persecu-
tion. As late ns tho seventies theso
birds were found In vast numbers not
only on the sea coasts ami near tho
Oreat Lakes but even on the prairies
Since then, howover, they havo been
slaughtered mercilessly. One man ln
Louisiana, for example, killed In the
course of twenty years 0D.0S7 snipe,
an average ot 3,500 birds a winter. On
ono December day In 1S77 he shot 300.

Tho Wilson snipe usually referred
to simply ns snlpo offer perhaps tho
best sport of any of the smaller birds.
They are, howover, decreasing so rap-- I

Idly that snlpo shooting, llko bulTalo
hunting, Is Ilkoly to bo a thing of tho
past, If adequate protection Is not at-- I

forded Tho chief causo for tho de
crease Is undoubtedly wlntir shooting
in tho southern part of tho United
States, where tho snlpo spend approx-
imately six months. Tho birds nest
principally In Canada, though a fow
breed as far south ns tho latitudo of
Now York city, ln September and Oc-

tober they movo southward toward
tho Gulf ot Mexico, offering excellent
shooting to sportsmen In somo of the
territory through which they pass. In
the northern states nnturo provides
in this way a natural limit to the open
season, which usually does not exceed
six or Boven weeks. In the wintering
grounds of the South, howover, there
is no such natural protection nnd the
birds are continuously exposed to
slaughter.

The extent of this slaughter In tho
past lias already been Indicated. To
put a stop to this In tho future nnd to
provide, with adoquato protection for
tho birds, equal opportunities for
Bportsmen In all sections is ono ob
ject of tho federal regulations. Spring
shooting is absolutely prohibited be-

cause of tho wasto involved in killing
bird3 on their way to tho breeding
grounds In Canada, whero they nro
fully protected. If nllowod to reach
these grounds unmolested they will

With reasonable protection tho wood
cock will thrive even in a thickly set
tled country, and as It does no harm
to agrlculturo thero Is no reason why
It should not remain indefinitely avail
able for sport. It has, howover, been
seriously threatened by two factors-win- ter

storms nnd summer shooting.
Tho birds winter as far north as they
can .find unfrozen ground. In conse-
quence a severe cold wavo Is likely to
reduce them to starvation and drlvo
them Into places where they can be
slaughtered unmercifully. In 1S92, for
Instance, a galo that swept tho coast
of South Carolina drovo them ln thou-
sands Into tho streets of ono village,
where fully two thousand wero killed
In ono day. Tho shooting of mated
birds In spring and tho innBsacre of
young ones In summer havo contrib-
uted to bring tho woodcock to tho
vorgo of extermination.

The Ksklmo curlow affords nn excel-

lent object lesson of tho caso with
which a species onco abundant can he
actually exterminated. On tho prairies
west of tho Mississippi vast (locks on
their way to Labrador wero formerly
n common Bight; ln tho last dozen
years scarcely a dozen individual
birds havo been seen. The close-packe-

ranks of tho migrating birds offered
tho easiest of marks and they wore lit-
erally mowed down In spring before
they could reach their brooding
grounds. In addition, thoy were
slaughtered for months In their winter
homo In the Argentine, and tho final
touch to tholr destruction was given
when both tho Argentine and tho
western prairies were turned Into vast
wheat fields.

To save our other species from tho
fato of the Eskimo curlow is tho ob-

ject of tho federal migratory bird law.
Since tho birds aro continually pass-
ing from stato to state, oxperlonco has
shown that tho laws of Individual
states aro not sultlclent protection and
that this can only bo afforded by a
scheme comprehensive enough to

tho whole range ot tho birds'
travels.

60 SLOW ON TARIFF

Matter Too Important for Hasty
Judgment.

Conditions When the European War
Is Ended May Demand a Readjust-

ment of Schedules or It May
Be Unnecessary.

Llko all other Instructors in tho pro-

tectionist school, our neighbor the Sun
believes that there is only one wuy to
revise tho tariff, which Is upwnrd, and
only ono acccptablo tlui6, which Is
now. No matter It all Industrial Eu-

rope is at war and Is doomed to re-

main so, perhaps, for two yours moro,
thero will bo peaco eventually, and
then "our manufacturers, merchants
and workers will bo at tho mercy of
the most skillful and desperate com-
petition tho world has ever known."

Probably no person
will deny that after tho close of thJ
war thero will arlso economic condi-
tions ln Europe that may demand Im
portant changes ln our tariff. Good
reasons may appear for Increasing '

some of tho schedules, but it Is quite
as likely that common senso will die- -

tnte decreases In others. With due re-
spect to the protectionist school, It

must bo said that the American tariff
ia going to bo adjusted to revenue as
well us protection for many a day.

Existing customs duties have failed
as revenue-producer- s becauso the war
has reduced Imports. Tho war. there-
fore, has given most of our manufac-
turers and merchants tho advantage
thnt they would hope for under a pro-

hibitive tariff. To increase rates upon
a tralllc that does not exist would he
useless, and experimentation in other
directions, except for tho ono object
of revenue, would only invite Jobbery
nnd disaster.

It la not In tho mind of any disinter-
ested man to pay precisely what kind
of tariff we shall need when Europe
relinquishes tho sword. 'But tho very
worst of all tariffs in that emergency
would bo ono under which a few fa-

vored Interests could perpetuato In
tlmo of peace tho obstructions from
which wo havo suffered ln tlmo of
war. New York World.

Colonel In Error, as Usual.

which no statesman who has been an
fond of Franklin ns ho has been Is
apt to inako. Ho speaks often of tho
"timidity" of this administration. But
Franklin put It right when ho said,

Tho forefathers had tho au-
tocracy of George HI to handle, and
they did not do it by ultimatum, tho
weapon of tho nutocrat, but by di-

plomacy, the weapon of a righteous
peoplo seoklng Justice. Brooklyn
Eagle.

Best Form of Protection.
We must sell if wo would buy. We

must buy If wo would soli. Goods
should pay for goods, as closely as Is
practicable. Our best protection
against tho curse of a flood of cheap
goods, which would require the expott
of domestic goods to pay for them at
our own prices, is not a tariff of ex-

clusion and restriction, of homo Indus-
try. Tho situation of tho Into nine-

ties Is now reversed. After tho pan-

ics of 1903 and 1907 our Invasion of
tho markets of Europe appalled them.

tent that wo consumed our products,
lu like manner tho happiest remedy
for tho European Invasion of our mar-
ket, under conditions compelling sales
at closo margins, Is tho restoration of
European prosperity to such an extent
that thoy will uso their own products,
and tako our own increasingly.

Standpatters Will See to That.
I believe that ono ot tho big Issues

of tho noxt campaign will bo the tariff.
Former Senator Burton of Ohio,
Unquestionably. Where will the

Btandpat Republican organization get
a campaign fund It tho tariff is not an
issuo? A few dollars might bo ob-
