Mexico City, Mexico. The foreign
office .has Issued a memorandum In
reply to Secretary Lansing's recent
note In which the correctness of as-
sertions In the communication from
Washington were ropeatedly denied.
The memo declares that the United
Stntes has no right to maintain Its
armed forces on Mexican soil.

Emphatically reiterating the Mex-
ican government's position denying
the rlsht of the United States to keep
armed bodies in Mexico, the memo-
randum denies energetically that the
Mexican government has protected
bandits who had committed depreda-
tions In tho United States and s

Washington to produce proof of
tho assertion.

Illame for tho Santa Ysbcl mas-
sacre is placed on the Impul-

sive and Irascible disposition of
Charles Watson, general manager of
Cuslhulrachic Mining Company, and
Gen. Scott and Gen. Funston nro ac

Feared Plot With Germany.
The memorandum asserts that

whllo It Is true that the United States
arrested Gen. Huertn, Ihe motives
which prompted this act was not a
purpose of aiding the constitutionalist
government, hut because the United
States feared that Gen. Huerta was
plotting with Germany.

Tho noto concludes by declaring
that the presence of American troops
In Mexico Invites rather than pre-
vents bandit raids along the border.

Tho memorandum contains 35
counts. Although not In ihe form of
a direct reply to the Washington note.
It Is considered equivalent to an an-
swer to that documont.

It expresses surprise that the Wash-
ington government should have been
pained at the tone and tho contents
of the Carranza document, slnco It
maintains that the United States has
sent to the constitutionalist govern-
ment not only one, but many discourt-
eous and even overbearing notes.

The memo was issued at the same
time that the foreign office authorized
publication of Secretary Lansing's re-

cent note.
