STEPS TO PRESERVE PEACE

Wilson Urges Legislative Program to End Dispute|
and Prevent Similar Ones In Future

Wiashington, D, C—President Wik
son't addreds to oongress on the rail
rond strike situation follows. in part:

ation, not ns an arbitrator, but mers

e interest of justice, Indeed, nnd as
4 friend of both parties, but pot as
fudge, only as the representative of
100,000,000 of men, women and ehil-
dren who would pay the price, the In
caleulable price, of loss and sutfer
tng. shonld these few men insiet npon
approaching and concluding the mal-
ters in controversy between them
merely as employers and employes,
rather than as patriotic citizens of the
Unlted Stutes looking before and aft
eor and adeepting the larger responsi-

bility which the public wouid put
upon them,
“It seemed to me, in considering

1he subject matter of the controversy,
that the whole spirit of the thne and
the preponderant evidence of recent
esconomic experience apoke for the
cight-hour day.

“1. therefore, proposed that the |
elght-hour day be adopted by the rail-
way managements and put Into prac
tlee for the present as n substitute
for the exlsting 10-hour hasls of pay
and sorvice: that 1 should appoint,
with the permission of congress, a
small commission to observe the re-
aults of the change, carefully study-
Ing the figures of the altered operat-
Ing costs not only, but also the con- |
ditions of labor under which the men
worked and the operation of thelr ex.
1sting agreementa with the rallroads,
with instructlons to report the facts |
as they tpund them to the congress af
1he earliest possible day, bul without |
recommendation: and that after the
fucts had been thus disclosed an ad-
juztment should in some orderly man-
ner be pought of all the matiers now
1eft unadjusted between the rallrond
managere and the men,

*T unhesitatingly offered the friend-
1y scervices af the administration to
the milwiy managers to see to it that
fustice was done the rallroads in the
outeome, T felt warranted in assur-
fng them no obstacle of law would be
siffered to stand in the way of thelr
{nereasing their revenue to meel the
expenses resulting from the change
s fur as thé development of their
business and of thelr administrative
wificiency did not prove adequate to
meet them.
