$2,000 BURNED

Fire Department Makes Good Rec-

ord for June- - Chemical
Traveled 75 Miles.

The chemical truck at the central
fire station has all of the records for
June except as to the number of feet
of ladders raised. During the month
the chemical responded to 23 alarms,
traveled 75 1- -2 miles, laid 3,250 feet
of hose and used M9 gallons of
chemicals. The only other truck to
travel more than the usual number
of miles was truck No. 2, central sta-

tion, which went 47 miles.
In all $2,140 in damage was done

by fire in the city during June, while
582,225 was the estimated value of
tho buildings in danger while the
fire was burning. The estimated value
of the contents risked was $12,420.

Ten men were arrested to every
woman last month. There were 156
male arrests, while only 15 women
were taken into the station. Over 1,-2- 00

miles was traveled by tho police
automobile in answering 204 calls.
Goods to the amount of $1,251.60 that
were reported lost or stolen wero re-
covered by the department.
