BY HAVANA OFFICIALS

Not More Than Three Persons Arc
Allowed to Congregate on

tho Corners.
HAVANA, July 12. Fear of excite-

ment following the announcement of
the indictment of Gen. Ernesto As-ber- t,

governor of Havana province, for
homicide in connectlin with the death
of Gen. Armanio Riva, chief of the
Cuban national police, caused the gov-
ernment to take rigorous precautions
against the possibility of an outbreak.

The military guards in the city were
largely increased late Thursday night.
A squadron of rural guards encamped
in the park and troops of cavalry pa-
trolled the streets throughout the
night while the police prohibited the
gathering of more than three persons
at midnight.
