LE AD F R S CLASH IN

TARIFF DEM

Stone Charges Republicans
With Deliberate Attempt to
Bring on Panic by Speeches
Attacking Bill.

WASHINGTON. July 30. Demo-
crats and republicans in the senate
clashed again Wednesday In the de-
bate on the Underwood-Simmon- s bill
when Sen. Stone charged that the re-
publicans were deliberately attempt-
ing to bring on a panic in their
speeches attacking the pending meas-
ure. Sen. Gallinger asserted he was
no "calamity howler," but that he
actually feared the results which he
hoped would not come. If the dis-
aster he feared did not come, the
senator said, the lovy would go to the
democrats.

Sen. Penrose declared that not only
did he fear the proposed hill would
bring on disastrous consequences, but
that industrial depression was already
upon the country.

Sen. Kenyon averred that in. his
talks he had always said that he did
not believe the pending bill would re-
sult In disaster ind that the people
of his state did not believe so either.

"Oh, I was not referring to the
progressive republicans." said Sen.
Stone. "I meant that the majority of
the minority was attempting to arouse
the people."

The earthenware schedule was
completed except for a few para-
graphs which were passed, and the
metal schedule was taken up. Strong
opposition to this schedule developed,
substitutes being proposed by Sen.
Oliver for the regular republicans and
Sen. Cummins for the progressive re-
publicans.

Ber-
gan states that he is not a candidate,
but It is whispered down the line that
he will be officially regarded as the
head of the ticket unless he flies a pe-
tition by Thursday night stating that
he withdraws.

Candidates whose names are on file
with tho election board by Thursday
night or five days before the primary
election will not be able to withdraw
but if elected be forced to act as the
official head of the ticket up to the
fall election. Other names were men-
tioned in an effort to llnd one who
would accept the place and among
them was the name of Dr. F. R. Car-
son, who when questioned about It
stated that he would not consider such
a proposition.

Movements along the progressive
lines were as dull as on days previous.

SYSTEM RENEWED

Work Installing Lighting Sys-

tem at Battell Park Again

Started Water Fountains
Will Also Be Installed.

Work was ordered resumed at Bat-te- ll

park, installing the boulevard
lighting system by the park board.
The board was extended the right, ac-

cording to the resolution passed at
the last meeting of the council pend-
ing a city ordinance, to use all money
as they deem best, now available in
the park fund. The resolution was
passed as City Attorney Parks Is out
of the city and an ordinance could
not be drawn up. The board will now
go ahead with all improvements.

There will be 12 of the poles which
are of .the same design as those in the
business district Installed about the
park. They will be placed along the
paths about 150 feet apart and two
will be placed at the tennis court at
the extreme west of the grounds so
lovers of this sport may enjoy tho
game after dark. Boxes for tho ce-
ment foundations have already been
constructed and It Is expected that
with a gang of expert electricians at
tho work the Installation can be
completed this summer.

Six new bubbling drinking water
fountains have arrived and more are
expected soon. These six will also be
installed at the park, and several
which have been shipped by the firm
manufacturing them will be placed
about the down town district, both on
the north and south sides of the river.
They will not be Installed until tho
new pure water system is completed,
which Is only a few weeks distant.
