Society demands expiation, but does
not accept it. It neither forgets nor
forgives. Tho work of the reforma-
tory is largely nullified by "man's in-

humanity to man". The convict who
serves his time or is pardoned, who
has fully repented his error and re-

solved to live straight emerges from
the more general atmosphere of his
prison into the chill temperature of
a world which has no use for him.
"Alas for the rarity of human char-
ity"; alas, for the somnolence of hu-

man justice; alas, for the coldness of
human sympathy, the man freed from
prison walls finds himself more iso-

lated than before.
We find then that the world as well

as the criminals needs reforming, that
the injection of a new spirit is needed
to make the fortunate more sympa-

thetic with the unfortunate and more
consistent with themselves.

000 men and. a heavy artillery which
the Servian government sent to them
to capture Adrianople. They forgot
the great service of the Greek, fieet
during the war that prevented the
Turks from transporting men and
ammunition from Asia Minor and
compelled the Turks to hold hun-
dreds of thousands of men idle in
Asia Minor, and gave the Bulgarians
the victories which they so greatly
boasted. They forgot all these aids
and they began to threaten what they
could do. They were so greedy that
thye knew nothing of the right of
others and they were thinking how to
rob their allies and how they could
become the dominating power of the
Balkan Peninsula, and rule the Bal-
kan people as Turkey did for cen-
turies.

They refused the arbitration pro-
posal of the Czar of Russia, w hich he

to bring the four nations to-

gether in St. Petersburg and settle
the disputes without any further
bloodshed. They refused to come in
any understanding with their allies
Greeks and Serfs.

They so much over-estimat- ed them-
selves that the.v were sure that war
against their allies Greeks and Serfs
meant Great Bulgaria. They were
positive that they could "lick" their
allies any time and so they thought
to fight out the issue.

The Greek prime minister, Mr. Ven-lzelr- o,

was for peace at any cost, and
he tried to prevent war as much as
he could, but when he saw the ar-
rival in Athens the hundreds of
wounded soldiers from the Bulgarian
attacks and could see no longer the
dove of peace, for it had fled, and it
was left to tho bocm of the cannon
and to the shining bayonet to settle
the differences, ordered the Greek
forces to accept the Bulgarian chal-
lenge and advance. Then the results
are from one side a defeated and
humiliated Bulgaria, begging for
peace, on the other side the Greek
forces threatening the capitol of Bul-
garia.

Are they not worthy of their lot?

abroad to advertise what the Bul-
garians had done, and by so doing
they believed that they would rob
their allies and obtain the llon'--s

share.
They sent correspondents through

Thrace and Macedonia accompanied
by Bulgarian professors, not to ob-
serve and write the real facts, but to
write what these Bulgarian professors
had told them.
