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TO DEATH THOUSANDS OF FEET
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RAILROAD MAY QUIT
CARRYING U. S. MAIL

Toledo, St. Louis & Western Vants to
Throw Up Contract With

Government.

WASHINGTON. Aug. 7. Com-
plaints from many railroads against
alleged inadequate compensation for
increased weight of mail matter un-
der the parcel post system, has cul-

minated in a notice to the postorfiee
department from the Toledo, St. Louis
& Western Co. that at the end of 60
days it will discontinue the trans-
portation of mail.

This company's contract will not
expire for two years, and the de-
partment has informed the manage-
ment that discontinuance will not be
permitted; that the interests of the
government and of the public as well
as those of the railroad must be con-
sidered. Negotiations between Sec-
ond Assistant Postmoster General
Dockery and the railroad manage-
ment are now in progress, and de-
partment officials are confident thatthe trouble will be adjusted without
tho necessity of taking it into the
