Tells Mother Indiana of Her
Sons' Indifference.

Hoosier suffragists made the most
of the opportunity offered last week
by the stato fair which gathered men
and women to Indianapolis from all
parts of the state. The advocates of
suffrage were busy pushing their cause
and seized tho occasion to discuss the
issue with wjiling and unwilling list-
eners. Tho Franchise league had a
booth at the fa if" from which the
members distributed suffrage litera-
ture and badges. The following letter
written )jy one of the women who
were in charge of the booth proves
that even a woman suffragist has a
sense of humor:

FRANCHISE BOOTH, STATE
FAIR. Sept. 10.

Dear Mother Indiana Although
your children my brothers and sis-
ters differ in sentiment as to the
practicability or expediency of equal
suffrage, I know your big warm heart
expands to every movement that looks
to the forwarding of your women chil-
dren; and by the eternal feminine,
mother o' mine, I believe you are cast-
ing curious glances over your shoul-
der at Sister Illinois, who has lifted
her daughters to the" stature of her
sons.

It isn't your fault, dearest. But
oh, the obstinacy of your legislature
boy. Mother, it seems so strange, so
lacking in family pride, that Legisla-
ture should take more interest in hog3
than he does in his sisters. Can't you
reason with him?

I am writing this In tho between
whiles of sticking pins into yellow
"votes for women" streamers and of-
fering those streamers to my brothers
and sisters as they pass our tempo-
rary abiding place.

Working Hani.
We are all working till we are ready

to drop. One of us "has just said she
thinks she must look like a Billiken
with his frozen raucous smile. And
sometimes not even a smile will win a
moment's hearing for our cause.

Most of your children are polite, if
not responsive to our friendly over-
tures as they pass by. Hut some !

Mother, I've a painful remembrance
of hearing you say in days agone that
yr,u wished ome inspired citizen would
invent a spanker to help out. Then
I thought bitterly of the unwisdom of
Solomon, but now I'm with you and
"him. The Implshness of boyhood
never has struck me so forcibly as it
does today.

My colored brothers and sisters are
uniformly courteous, even boys of the
hobbledehoy are borrowing of cour-
tesy. The women smile understan-
ding. Yes, they know the negro
women are working for the franchise,
too. Yes, thank you, they will take a
badge and one for the little girls, too.
Mother, I'm thinging an appeal for
liberty in any direction should closely
touch this people, who so bitterly
know the meaning of bondage!

Encouraging Expressions.
So many encouraging expressions

for the franchise cause are heard!
Men come to us asking for badges,
saying they are glad to wear them.
Some are of other states, where wom-

an suffrage has been granted, and are
proud of their states.

This man is b'ig. overbearing, in-

sulting. As a crowning witticism he
rnii hark: "Oh. you and Mis' Pank- -

hurst!" One of us suggests that he
read the newspapers concerning Mrs.
Pankhurst.

This gentleman sr.vs quietly, yes, he
will have a badge, adding: "To see if
it bears the union label." Oh. I say.

the pamphlets we are also giving out.
