future political lights on state issues.

"Gov. Sulzer is too intensely inter-
ested in Stat issues to accept a con-
gressional nomination from any
party." said Piatt.

The criminal charges upon each of
which a majority of the impeachment
court has already passed tin judg-
ment of guilty. h:ing over Salter's
head.

She wore a long seal oat over a
dark blue suit, a dark blue hat sur-
mounted by a black quill and brown
silk gloves.

"I am engaged." she said, "in a
revolution that is very similar to your
American revolution. The conditions
under whim we women are living
now is practically taxation without
representation."

"You think, then, that your right
is against (ieorge V. just as the other
tight w;us against George III?" was
suggested.

"Not King George V. declared Mn.
Pankhurst, You mean "King As-quit- h."

"You see," she continued, ''we have
a cabinet aristocracy in a somewhat
democratic nation. One obstinate old
gentleman keeps locked the doors to
reform."

"Are you pointy to advise the Amer-ien- n

women to be militant?" she was
asked.

Won't Advl-- e Militancy.
"The women of every nation must

work out their own salvation." was
the reply. "No one has offered me
the leadership here. I could not ac-
cept it if they did. I can't tell thorn
what to do. There has been so much
talk of my trip to America. Why
should this be? Men have come here
from Ireland, for instance, Parnell
and Kedmond. They have come here
to tell their story for the betterment
of Ireland, and they have asked aid
and sympathy and received it, too,
from this great liberty loving na-
tion."

All Voted on Questions.
'The impropriety ot these senators

1 am tired" of be-
ing caluminated, tired of being hunt-
ed and hounded: tired of trying to do
my duty and being traduced.

"The court ruled in everything
against me and ruled out everything
in my favor. The well-settle- d rules
of evidence were thrown to the winds.
A horse thief in frontier days would
havo received a squarer deal.

Murphy In Control.
"Mr. Murphy controlled the assem-

bly and 'ordered' the impeachment.
He controlled most of the members
of the court and dictated its proced-
ure and wrote the judgment. He was
the judge, the jury, the prosecutor
and th' baliff.

"The meetings of the court were in
secret ami behind closed doors. It
was a star chamber proceedings
where the enemies of the state could
work for my conviction undiscovered.

"They railed it the high court of
impeachment, but history will call it
Murphy's High Court of Infamy.'

"The trial was a human shambles;
a libel on law: a flagrant abuse of
constitutional rights: a disgrace to
our civilization; and the verdict over-
turned tile safeguards of liberty and
the precedents of three centuries. Tho
Judgment will not stand the test of
time. The future historian will do me
Justice, and posterity will revejse the
findings of the court.

A Higher Court.
"There is a hicher court than Mur-

phy's the Court of Public Opinion.
1 appeal from Murphy's court of po-

litical passion, to the calmer judgment
of the future and the sober reflection
of public opinion.

"When I declined to obey the 'or-
ders' of the 'Ross' about patronage;
when I refused to call off Hennery
and prevent further investigations of
graft: and finally when I set in mo-

tion the wheels of the machinery of
the courts to bring the criminals to
justice and to stop the looting of the
state, then, and not until then did Mr.
Murphy threaten me with degredation
and "with removal from office. From
that day to this, all that money, all
that power, all that influence can d
to disgrace me and destroy me has
hern done. It is a long story but it
will all come out sooner or later.

"Mr. Murphy and the special inter-
ests which 1 antagonized have won
a temporary victory but the fight for
reform and ' f r honest government
will go on. The farce of my trial will
have a good effect in the end. It has
opened the eyes of the people to the
graft of millions of dollars annually
and it will hasten the adoption of the
initiative and the referendum; bring
about the recall of public officials in-

cluding judges and judicial decisions
and write on the statute books, other
reforms, especially a direct primary
lavv. so that the voters instead of the
bosses will nominate as well as elect
all officials to public offire.
