CHICAGO, Oct. 29. University of
Pennsylvania alumni in the wesl Tues
day started a plan to express their
pleasure at the showing made thus
far this season by football teams play- -
lng the game as taught at the Phil-
adelphia Institution. Both the Mich-
igan Agricultural college team, which
has established a claim to "The west-
ern championship" by defeating Mich-
igan and Wisconsin, U12 conference
leaders, and the Purdue team which
has proved strong this season, were
tutored by Pennsvlvania men, Macklin
und "Andy" Smith.

General opinion among football
critics is that the unexpected showing
of these elevens is due primarily to
improved coaching, for the material
has been abundant in several previous
years. This year Blake Miller of
New York, whose work in the back-liel- d

has been a feature of the Aggies'
game, and Oliphant. Purdue half, are
regarded by critics a.s good ground
gainers as any in the central states.

Material In West (iood.
Smith says the material in this part

of the country is as good as that any-
where, but he believes thai tiie
coaching of the east is more thor-
ough.

"The western coach has more to
do," Smith says. "It is exceptional
for him to have more than two as-
sistant coaches. Then with less than
a fortnight at the beginning of the
season to prepare for his opening
contest, he cannot devote as much
time to elementals as an eastern
coach. As a consequence, play is
crude and with games of importance
following each other as rapidly as
they do here omissions of the first
month rarely are rectified later.

Purdue Better Than Cornell.
"T consider this season's Purdue

team superior to any Cornell eleven
