Detectives Take Militant Suf-frag- et

Off Steamer Has
Half of Three-Ye- ar Sentence
to Serve.

PLYMOUTH, Ens., Dec. 4. Mrs.
Emmeline Pankhurst, leader of mili-
tant Fuffrasels, was arrested Thurs-
day on board the White Star liner
Majestic and rushed to Devenport on
a government tup: by government de-

tectives, who outwuted Fix suffrap;et
defenders of Mrs. Pankhurst who
were brought here by Mrs (General)
Flora Drummond.

At Devenport Mrs. Pankhurst was
taken ashore and placed In an auto-
mobile which set off in the direction
of London. She was under strict
guard all the time.

Tho arrest of Mrs. Pankhurst fol-

lowed reports that the government
would allow her to go to London, and
these reports caused the Pankhurst
bodyguard, headed by "General"
irummond, to relax some of its vigi-
lance. However, suffragets were on
their way to Devon port from Plymouth
to "rescue" their leader when she
was suddenly whisked away.

The militants arrived at Devonport
too late to try to eifect a release of
the militant leaders. Mrs. Pankhurst
still has more than half of a three
year jail sentence to serve in England,
having been released on account of
illness.
