He has now sent his
resignation to the president because a
majority of the committee of which
he is a member regards the interests
of the ship owners as of more import-
ance than the safety of human beings
at sea.

We surmise that Furuseth will be
told to stick. He is the kind of man
Pres. Wilson- wants in that confer-
ence. The object of the conference is
to increase the safety of travel by
steamship lines, not to increase their
dividend paying power which is now-enormou-

s.

Furuseth's contention hinged on the
class of men assigned to man the life-
boats.
