Roil lartre-size- rl onions until tender,

allowing' one for each person to be
served. When they can he pierced
with a fork drain and set aside to cool.
Take great care to keep the shape
perfect. When cool, with sharp knife
remove center. Mix three tablespoons
of minced ham. three tablespoons of
bread crumbs, one tablespoon of but-
ter, one egg, three tablespoons of
milk together. Salt to taste. Fill
the space in each onion with the mix-
ture. Put into baking dish. Dot each
onion' with butter. Add one cup of
sweet cream. .Sprinkle with bread
crumbs. Rake in slow oven half an
hour.

LENTIL CP.( Q FETTl OS.

Wash one cup of lentils and one-ha- lf

cup of dry kidney beans. Put
over slow tire in three cups of cold
water. Allow to heat slowly and when
nearly at boiling point add one stalk
of celerv and one-ha- lf a small onion.
Cook until soft enough to be forced
through a sieve. Salt to taste, dash
cf pepper and one teaspoon of minced
parslev. Rent together, then fold in
one scant cup of line bread crumbs.
Make thick white sauce by creaming
two tablespoons of Hour w ith two tea-
spoons of butter. Add this mixture
to one scant cup of milk. Cook in
double boiler until thick and smooth.
Stir in lentils. Mix thoroughly. Shape
and set aside for three or four hours.
Dip in egg. Roll in hue crumbs and
fry in deep hot fat.
