HEREIN, July r. J . Emperor Will-
iam of Germany today decreed a state
of war.

The following oltioial announcement
was issued;

"In conformity with paragraph
of the constitution of the German em-
pire, Bavaria being excluded, the Ger-
man empire has decreed a state of
war. A similar decree for Ravaria
will be issued."

The emperor's decree means the
immediate mobilization of Germany
army of o.l'OO.Ot") .'men and tbeir
movement to the frontiers of the em-
pire. The decree was issued after
Russia had failed to give a satisfactory
explanation of her "partial mobiliza-
tion."

Article GR of the German constitu-
tion under which the decree was issu-
ed provides:

"When public, safety in the federal
territory is menaced the emperor may
decree any part of it to be in a state
of war." '

Martial Law Prevails.
The decree also means that a state

of martial law prevails throughout
the entire empire.

The railroads of the empire country
have been taken over by the military
forces. Germany expects her mobili-
zation to be followed with similar ac-
tion by both these countries.

With the forces of all these nations
on a war footing a general Europe,
war is practica.Rv certain. Hopes of
localizing the Austro-Servia- n war have
been given up. The Russian goern-ment- 's

order calling out more than
1, 000, 000 reserves increased the strain
of the situation so tense that it could
bear nothing more and when St.
Petersburg failed to give a satisfactory
explanation the kaiser and his ad-
visers decided that the imperial de-
cree would have to b issued.

All Plan-- - Completed.
Before the decree was issued today

the red cards that tell all those sub-
ject to military call that a state of
war prevailed, and calls upon tho
kaiser's subjects to rally to the colors
had been sent to every town in the
empire.

All persons for mobilization hail

t. There the imperial decree was
drawn up. and it was signed by tho
kaiser today.

The mobilization orders sent to
each district provided that every pers-
on subject to military service should
report.

ROME. July 31. The Italian
government today ordered three
warships now at Clyde on an in-

structional cruise, to proceed at once
to Cadiz with all possible speed.

Italy is a member of the triple
alliance and is by treaty bound to
assist Germany, and Austria if they
are attacked.

PARIS. July 31. Pres. Poinoare
and his full cabinet held an extend-
ed session this afternoon. The war
minister made a complete report on
the nation's readiness for war.

The belief prevails here that
Prince Henrys visit to St. Peters-
burg will fail and that war between
Germany and Russia is certain.

NEW YORK, July 31. The Cun-ar- d

liner Lusitania arrived today
bringing a report that the German
cruiser Dresden, recently in Mexico,
was lying off the New York harbor
just outside the three-mil-e limit.
This caused a rumor that the Dres-
den was lying in wait to capture
vessels leaving this port if war is
declared in Europe.

ATHENS, July 31. It is reported
that the yacht of the king of Monte-
negro is being pursued by Austrian
warships. Another report says that
King Nicholas escaped from Austrian
warships pursuing his yacht, and put
in at Corfu.

BRUSSELS, July 31. The Na-

tional bank is besieged by 10,000
persons demanding their money.

LONDON, July 31. Underwriters
this afternoon demanded 70 guienas
per cent on risks of war between
England and Germany for six
months. This rate is practically pro-
hibitive. Tho leading insurance
companies are In touch with the gov-
ernment at all times.

THE HAGUE, Netherlands. July
31. A decree ordering a general
mobilization of the Dutch army was
signed by Queen Wilhelmina at 1:30
o'clock Friday afternoon.

PARIS, July 31. Tlie bank of
France today decided to issue 10 and
20-fra- nc bills to replace the certifi-
cates that are being horded to such
an extent that an absolute famine
has resulted.

CHICAGO, July 31. The Chicago
Board of Trade opened as usual to-

day and contrary to expectations
wheat opened lower. Excitement was
Intense.

September wheat, which closed
yesterday at 9 4 S. opened today at
92 to 01, whilo December opened
from 1 to 2 a-- S under yesterday.

May wheat opened at $1 this
morning.

ATHENS. Greece. July 31. De-

nial of the Austrian announcement
of the fall of Belgrade is made in a
dispatch received by the Servian le-

gation from Nish today. It stated
that the Austrian forces had renew-
ed the bombardment of the capital
and that several shells fell before
the royal palace in the center of the
city. The Servians, it adds, did not
reply, fearing the city might be de-

stroyed.

SERVICE IN WftR

HAMBURG, GERMANY, July 31.
The Hamburg-America- n liner Im-

perator was withdrawn from trans-Atlant- lc

service today. It is very like-
ly that In case of a general war in
Europe the giant liner will be pressed
Into the German government service.

The Imperator was due to sail from
here tomorrow for New York. She
had a cabin list that Included hun-
dreds Americans who are homeward
bound. It now will be necessary for
tiiese Americans to take pitssase either
on one of the slower Hamburg-America- n

boats or to take a Ion;,' round
and about route to reach the Ameri-
can and French lines.

The withdrawal announcement that
came today it was stated was made
because the otlicials felt safer to keep
the liner in the "hartr than to ri.k it
to the possibility of capture by some
foreign power.

Thousands of Americans who had
planned extensive trips through
Europe this summer have cancelled
their itinerary and are engaging pass-
age for the United States. The re-
quests for accomodations have I'oodeJ
the steamship companies.

England's Army Mobilized
For Protection of Coast.

LONDON, July ::i. Russia has
proclaimed a general mobilization of
army and navy. In consequence mar-
tial law has been proclaimed in Ger-
many and we understood that general
mobilization in Germany will follow.

This announcement made by Pre-
mier Asquith in the house of commons
this afternoon was taken to mean that
the Rritish government had lost all
faith in he efforts still being ma.de to
prevent a general European conllict.

Comprehensive measures for de-

fense were completed by th-- - govern-
ment this afternoon. Troops are now
patrolling all exposed parts of the
liritish coast.

Grain is rising rapidly in price.
Chartering of vessels has practically
ceased. The freight markets are par-
alyzed.

A dispatch from Vienna saying,
"the hope of localizing the war be-

tween Austria and Servia is very
dim."' is interpreted in London as
meaning that mobilization of the
German army has begun. The for-
eign ollicf.s of Vienna and Berlin
have been in constant communica-
tion for the 4S hours keeping each
other advised of all developments.

Dispatches stating that the Russian
premier had replied to Germany's ul-

timatum with a statement that mobi-
lization of the czar's troops could not
be stopped were regarded as the lin-- al

blow to the peace efforts.
Sends Itrotlier to llussia.

The Exchange Telegraph Co. states
that Emperor William has sent his
brother. Prince Henry of Prussia, to
St. Petersburg. He closely followed
Grand Duke Ernest of Heriz, a
brother of the Russian empress.
Prince Henry is commander of the
German navy.

In connection with the belief that
Russia has replied in an unsatisfac-
tory manner to the ultimatum sent
by Germany yesterday, one news
agency here says:

"oar representative this morning
visited the German embassy to ascer-
tain if Russia's repb had been re-

ceived. The embassy refused any
information but our representative
scribbled on the blotting pad in the
embassy, 'Russia's reply received
London mobilization. "

May Declare War.
A dispatch from Berlin stating that

the rupture of diplomatic relations
between Austria and Russia was
complete was accompanied by re-

ports that Austria would declare
war against the czar today. The fol-

lowing dispatch from St. Petersburg
failed to relieve the tension to any
extent:

"The following official statement is
authorized:

"Russia desires no war. Our par-
tial mobilization is a precautionary
measure to preserve the independ-
ence of Servia."

Premier Asquith called a meeting
of the cabinet in Downing st. First
Lord of the Admiralty Winston
Churchill, carried a large package of
documents to the session. These
were supposed to relate to the war
measures taken by tho naval chief
during the last 24 hour?. The pre-
mier, who is also minister of war.
conferred with several attaches of
the war office before the cabinet
meeting began.

Negotiation for Peace.
Shortly after tlie cabinet meeting

convened it was announced that
official news had reached the diplo-
matic quarters of the reopening of
conversations between Austria and
Russia and that negotintions for a
sett'ement were being carried on at
St. Petersburg and Viennx.

Details of the Rritish preparations
tor "defense" were kept secret by
the newspapers today. The evening
editions patriotically refrained from
publishing details of the government
operations giving only official an-
nouncements.

Dowager Empress Marie of Russia,
who has been visiting her sister.
Dowager Queen Alexander, at Sand-rir.gha- m,

completed her preparations
for departure today. Though she
had expected to spend most of the
summer in England she- - will leave
for St. Petersburg tomorrow.

Ninety-Eig- ht Western Rail-

roads Will Be Tied Up Unless
They Agree to Accept Media-

tion Board's Plan.

CHICAGO, July 31. Union officials
announce! Unlay that tlie strike of
r5,0)0 engineers and liremeu on OH

vestem railroads liad been csilled for
l'riilay, An. 7, unites tlie railroads
accept the plau of settlement nroioMri
ly tlie federal board of ineiliation.

Supplementing this announcement
with the statement that the en-
gineers and firemen on the 98 roads
involved had accepted the terms out-
lined in the mediation of the feder-
al officials, the men put the possible
strike up to the railroad officials.

Conferences Dissolved.
Before leaving Chicago, both the

railroad employes and railroad chiefs
left statements for publication the
men, who dissolved their conference
today, declared they were throuch;
that they had accepted the mediation
terms which had been declined by the
railroads and that further negotia-
tions were off.

The railroad heads, scattering for
their various headquarters, declared
they would convene again in Chicago
next Monday to dLscur.s the outcome
of the visit made to Washington for a
white house conference.

In declining to senxl the entire com-
mittee to the conference with Pres.
Wilson, the engineers issued the fol-
lowing statement:

"The committee feels that having
adopted the plan proposed by the otli- -
cial representatives of the federal
government they have done all that
could be expected of them.

"While the committee has left Chi-
cago for their respective homes and
positions of duty and while the strike
will commence on Aug. 7, the en-
gineers' committee has instructed
Messrs. Stone and Carter to po to
Washington and assure the president
that if tho railroad will accept tho
plan proposed by th federal board of
mediation, and conciliation in time to
prevent the strike, no strike will oc-

cur."

War Cost Twenty
Billions a Year

Expert Figures
PARIS. July 31. The cost of a

general war in Europe, involving
eight of the mightiest powers, would
bo $19, ?::;, 62 5.000 a year, according
to Dr. Charles Richet. statistician of
the University of Paris. If such a
war comes and lusts at least rive
years, as diplomats are certain it will
do. the cost of the war. without in-

demnity claims, would reach the
amazing total of $9S,77S.12:..oOt).

These figures are based on the cost
of a general war involving only Ger-
many, England. France. Russia,
Italy, Austria. Servia and Roumania.
A war of this kind, it is feared, would
not end in involving only the eight
countries named. but would draw
every European nation. lari?e and
small, into the conllict and increase
the war cost far beyond the sum es-

timated for only seven powers.
