Every male
person of foreign birth of tho age of
21 years and upward?, who shall have
resided in the United States one year,
in the state six months, and in tho
township CO days immediately pre-
vailing the election, and shall have de-
clared his intention to becomo a citi-
zen of th United States conformably
to the laws of naturalization, prior
to June 20. 1000, shall bo entitled to

ote at this election without taking out
new papers providing he has register-
ed In his precinct. In the event ho
lias taken out his papers since that
date and seven years h.ns elapsed,
without having secured his final or
second papers, he will be required to
declare his intention arain according
to the recent federal ruling.
