system of chocking up bills passed or
killed by tho legislature.

After pointing out the grat need
for penal legislation to curb our so-call- ed

"lobbying" in which vast sums
of money are spent in Influencing leg-'slatio- n.

"tho report deals with the al-

leged unlawful expenditure of stat
funds their payments to unauthorized
employes and otherwise.

The investigation revealed that in
the senate 2 9.030 was Dald OUt to
persons designated rs employes
against $20,573 for the members
the body.
, In the house $37,000 more than th

total per diem and expenses of th
members was paid to persons called
olhcers and employes of that body.

Tie case if brought to trial will
come up before Judge James A. Col-
lins, republican, who was elected in
November to succeed Joseph A.
Markey. of tho Marion county crim-
inal court. Alvah Rucker, republican,
is the new prosecutor.

On Plunder Committee.
Tho representatives anil senators in-

dicted were members of the legisla-
tive committee commonly known a.i
tho "plunder" committee.

The indictments were returned un-

der section 2,856, Burns revised stat-
utes, which deals with false and
fraudulent claims in connection with
tho receipt or payment of state, city,
county or township funds. The penal-
ty on conviction is two to fourteen
years imprisonment and a fine of from
one to ten thousand dollars.

The jury started its investigation
October 8 at tho instigation of Gov.
Ralston, who, in a letter, pointed out
to Prosecutor Baker that certain
charges and rumors wore being made
in connection with the affairs of th
legislature, which ho thought should
bo okared up by the ji.;ry.

Among the matters referred to at
the start of the probe were statements
bade by Earl H. Crawford of Milton,
lnd., who represented Fayetto and
Wayno counties in the last legislature.
Crawford made charge of misconduct
against Homer L, Cook, speaker of
tho house and during a tpeech ho
read what purported to bo a letter
trom Cook to a school book dealer,
asking under what terms a school
book company might handle certain
books. He also hinted at other ques-
tionable dealings.

Two so-call- ed "salary grab" bills
for officials of Like county, signed by
Speaker Cook and recorded as having
been passed, when in fact no final
vote wa.s taken on them, were also
mentioned before Gov. Ralston wrote
his letter to Pros. Baker. There
were also statements made concern-
ing payments made to persons em-
ployed by the last legislature who
were not entitled to them.

Daughter Verities Testimony.
Mrs. Coffee n stated that she had

not been subpenaed as a witness but
that Mr. Hagerty had told her that
she haj better be present at the trial.
She testified that her father had come
to her home, on the Denslow rd.
south of Springbrook. on July 4 and
that he had remained there two
weks.

The witness admitted that her
mother and father had quarreled oft-
en during the last six years and that
on one occasion her mother had
struck Mr. Suhl with a bottle. In re-
ply to cross-examinati- on concerning
the events immediately connected
with the death of Mr. Suhl the wit-
ness said that she knew nothing about
her mother having given poison to
Mr. Suhl and knew nothing about
the cause of his illness.

Then followed a lengthy examina-
tion of the witness at the hands of
Pros. Montgomery. The prosecutor
at first sought to impeach the witness
on her first testimony. An objection
to his procedure was sustained anil
thereafter he confined himself to se
curing testimony in verification of the
testimony of witnesses previously on
the stand. t

Will Need Mark lliMmn.
Mrs. Coffeen said she did not re-

member having ever said to Mrs. Em-berl- in

that she could tell a lot about
her mother if she were not her moth-
er. It was sought to show that she
had related how her mother had ob-
jected to the purchase of a pink hair-ribbo- n

for her daughter Margaret
saying, "she will need a black one aft-
er a little while". Witness said that
she did not remember having related
this but she said that Margaret had
told her what her mother said about
the ribbon. This testimony was
stricken from the record.

The witness was asked if she re-
membered having found fault with
her mother, saying, "if you had given
him medicine instead of that dope he
would not be dead". She did not re-

member having said anything about
"dope".

The question was asked as to
whether or not Mrs. Suhl. whilo in
the jail, had given Mrs. Coffeen her
wedding ring saying that she "didn't
want even that of his". Mrs. Coffeen
said that her mother had given her
the ring but she said she did not
know why.

Other testimony was given by this
witness which verified what had been
told by the Trails and the Ernberllns.
There was no cross-examinatio- n.

Mr. Coffeen was questioned. He
testified that he knew nothing about
the cause of the death of Mr. Suhl.
He was asked if he had not requested
the coroner to make an investigation
of the death of Mr. Suhl saying to th"
coroner that he had reason to believe
that something was wrong. The
court sustained an objection to the
witness answering this question and
the examination then closed.

Advised Against Food.
Dr. H. A. Fink testified that after

he had attended the sick man on the
night before his death he had left in-

structions not to give Mr. Suhl any
food because "his stomach is not in a
condition to tolerate anything.

The witness said that he went home
that night and that he was not called
until the next morning when Mrs.
Suhl told him that her husband was
dead. He said that when he got to
the house Mrs. Suhl cried violently
and complained because she was left
"without any money or any insurance
on his life".

Much emphasis was placed on the
questions in regard to some whiskey
which had bfon in a bottle on the
table at the time that the doctor first
called. It was sought to show that
the doctor had drank some of the
whiskey that evening but the witness
maintained that he had onlv tasted It
to make sure that it was all right. He
said that th bottle had become tip-
ped over and some of the whiskey
had been spilled but he flatly contra-
dicted intimations that he drank any
of the whiskey.

Attack Doctor's Credibility.
Tt was attempted to show that at

one time his license to practice as n

physician had been taken from the
witness but the court ruled t'nat im-
peachment cannot rest on specific acts
but mut be secured bv proof of a
bad general moral character cr proof
of evil acts.

Pr. Fink declared that at tap time
of Mr. Suhl's death he had no sus-
picions of anyone as he had diagnosed
the case as cholera morbus, but he
said: "Eater I was not clear as to
whv he should be so profoundly sick
with cholera morbus. I had never
had a patient die with cholera mor-
bus."

Adjournment was taken until !

o'clock Monday morning when the
cross-examinati- on of Dr. Fink will be
continued.
