School Tax for 1915 Will Al-

low Increase of 4 Cents Over
That of Last Year.

INDIANA POLLS, Jan. 4. Each
child in the state of Indiana

will be apportioned JI.'jS for school
txponsps out of the total state taxes
collected according to statistics pre-
pared today by FJ. II. Weiborn, deputy
in the oilice of Charles A. Oreathouse,
state superintendent of public instruc-
tion. This is an increased allowance
of four cents for each child, compared
with the apportionment for last year.
The total number of school children
in Indiana is estimated a 77rt,283, and
the total school tax to be distributed
is $1,317,43S.C4.

The total received ly the .state in
the school tax amounts to $1,207,-190.0- 7,

and of this amount Z.2 per cent
Is reserved for the deficiency fund. To
the balance is added interest on the
ommon school fund amounting to

$283,42-0.90- unclaimed fees of $97::.60,
and a balance in the state treasury
from the last apportionment of
251.02. After the 1915 distribution
there will still remain in the stata
treasury a balance of 96.94S.92.

As has been the case since the pres-
ent system of school taxes has been
in use, Clarion county contributes
much more than any other county in
he state, and receives proportionately

less than any other county. The con-
tributions of Ohio county to the stato
.school fund are the smallest of all tho
counties In the state.
