INDIANAP0IJ3. Jan. 23. The 6ith
Kenerul assembly of tho state of In-
diana so far has lived up to all tho,
rood tilings prophesied fur it a month

ago. Few bills, relatively, have been
introduced in either house. The ut-
most care 13 being' given to all pendi-
ng1 legislation. Committees are be-
coming graveyards for many bills
but not In the old, outrageous sense,
so far as has been discovered. In
former years bills camo from commit-
tee hoppers in great grists each day,
and it was gomewhero else along tho
lino of progress towards the statute
books that they were stopped if they
were stopped at all. Usually they
wero not stopped but filled tho statute
books with hundreds of measures
without which tho state, would get
alonfj Just as well.

Tho threatened cataclysm .among
tho majority in either house has not
developed, although critics have de-
clared it to bo Just around tho corner
for many days. It threatened a little
in tho anti-lobb- y legislation situation,
which has held tho attention of tho
state during the past three days. But
tho iLction of tho houso democrats
Friday fceema to have effectively
squelched any opportunity for rup-
ture of party lines that might havo
been imminent.

There has been no fighting between
tho house and senate thus far. It
may como when the senate takes hold
of th anti-lobb- y bill in earnest, but it
is probablo it will not. This samo
anti-lobb- y bill will make every lobby-
ist, who appears about tho legislature
or who supports or lights a bill for
hire register and tell about himself
itnd his connections. There has been
great fear for it. Hou.so members
in the early stages of the fight havo

.opposed it. But today the house finds
itself with perhaps 10 democrats who
would vote against tho measure. Tho
republicans, 38 of them, and tho bull
mooser, will vote for tho bill.

Firt Weeks Model.
Those who havo watched many

legislatures, are pointing to the first
three weeks of this one as almost
model. Vicious legislation, so far, has
had no place.

Tho expenditures of both houses, so
far. havo be-e- n far less in proportion
than thoso of 1912. In tho house tho
printing bill h:is been cut down by-vario-

methods until thousands of
dollars havo been saved. Tho clerks
and other employes are much less nu-
merous and the payrolls in each
house are being guarded with tho
most jealous care. In the senate, so
they say, the payroll hail taken on all
it could carry commensurate with tho
established idea of the maximum
when a little, tow-heade- d boy appear-
ed and pleaded for a job as page.

Russian Troops Maintain Offen-

sive in Northern Poland and
Move Toward Thorn Despite
Severe Snow Storm.

PETROGRAD. Jan. 2 3. While
Russian troops are maintaining the of-

fensive against tho Germans in north-
ern Poland despite a severe snow
storm and progressing slowly but
surely toward Thorn, two more arm-
ies in southern Poland are dealing
heavy blows to the Austro-Germa- n

troops in tho government of Klelce.
The city of Klelce has been recap-

tured by the forces of Gen. Ruzsky.
Taken by the Germans when their

heavy reinforcements threatened to
engulf the Russian troops on the east
bank of the Pilica river, Kielco was
held by them for less than a week. It
was evacuated before the advance of
two Russian armies, one of which

1

drove Its way north of Kielce as far
as Lopuszno while another advanced
over the Lysa Gora heigts to strength-
en the forces opposing the Austrians
on the Nida river.

The rapid advance of these two
armies rendered the German position
in and about Kielce untenable and
they have fallen back to a front run-
ning through Oloszno, K'irielow and
Socemin. While tho Germans effected
their withdrawal in good order they
have been forced back .",3 miles.
Along the little hills just east of the
Pilica river, they have mounted guns
apparently intending to make a stand
there.

C.aiiH in South Iiniortant.
While general Interest for the last

few days has centered on the north-
ern Poland campaign because of the
thrilling plunge of the Russian troops
toward Thorn, tho gains in southern
Poland are of vastly more importance
to the Russian arms from- - a strategic
viewpoint. They permit the contin-
uation of the campaign against Cra-
cow which for 10 days had been
threatened with failure.

It is Cracow that tho Russians want
in order to open the campaign against
Berlin. Thorn is Important, but it is
not the gateway to Germany. No at-
tempt has ever been made to disguise
the Importance of tho campaign
against Cracow and the fact that its
ranture would prove a hard task.

KILUEOJH FRANCE

One Machine in Fleet of Taubes
Which Attacked Dunkirk

is Brought to Ground.

LONDON, Jan. 20. Two German
aviators, who participated in an aerial
raid upon Dunkirk and several towns
nearby on Priday afternoon were later
killed between Dunkirk and Fumes,
according to a dispatch received here
from Havre today. Messages giving
tho details of the attack upon Dun-

kirk say that there were from six to
10 Taube aeroplanes in the German
air lleet and that all escaped with the
exception of ono machine, which was
brought down northeast of the French
fortress. This contained two men.

With the bombs that they dropped
upon Dunkirk the German aviators
killed five persons and wounded 15
others, threo of whom subsequently
died.

The attacking aviators caused
heavy damage in Dunkirk, Gravelines
and Rosendael. Five buildings used
as barracks and ammunition depots
by the allied troops were set on lire.

As Gravelines is only 12 miles from
Calais it is believed that the Germans
intended to attack that city as well.
but that they were driven back before
they could proceed there.

Train Girl for Work
and Avoid Unhappy

Marriages, Says Taft

NEW YORK. Jan. 2 3. "I believe
every girl should be trained to some
occupation, which if followed, will
make her independent of marriage
as a means of support."

This is one of the sentiments xpressed

by former Pres't William
Howard Taft in an interview secur-
ed by a woman reporter for an even-
ing newspaper and printed here to-
day. Mr. Taft did not attempt to
solve the "marriage and divorce prob-
lem," but he gave some interesting
views in the parts of the interview
that follows:

"A life of single blessedness is cer-
tainly preferrable to an unhappy
marriage, both from the point of view
of the individual and society. If a
girl is trained to some occupation, in
which she can support herself With-
out hardship, then she need not
marry except in obedience to the dic-
tates of her heart. Today many a
young woman accepts a husband, not
because she loves him. but hcausi
she reasons somewhat as follows:

" '1 may nevjr have another chai.ee,
at leat. he will support me. and if I
rln.i of,, with him too unbearable 1

can divorce him
"That sort f union carries within

itself the s-e- of separation. No
American girl ought to be obliged to
marry for a living. I am not opposed
to marriage, but when any marriage
is forced by circumstances eonuigal
life is not so desirable as single b!e
edness for women.

"Economic indt pendeiu e w ill not
make girls averse to marriage. Noth-
ing can interfere with the natural lov-
ing instinct of a woman's nature.
