Ancient and Modern Knight-

hood Are Contrasted by Rev.
Henry L Davis of First M.

E Praises K. of P. Order

Ancient and modern knighthood
and the ideals symbolized by each,
were contrasted by Rev. Henry L.

DavU in his Sunday morning sermon
to the Knights of Pythias at the First
M. E. church.

"The world is ever in the process of
change," said Mr. Davis. "It is a
change that is characterized by in-
creasing progress; an evolution from
the lower to the higher, from the
simple to the complex. This law of
progress is regnant in every relm of
life industrial, educational and spirit-
ual.

"The story of knighthood is the
story of evolution and progress. This
is shown by contrasting the. ideals of
ancient with the ideals of modern
knighthood.

"Ancient knighthood had a motto
like the modern Pythian knights. The
letters which represented it were C.
V. B.'; that of the Pythian knights is
F. C. B.' The ancient ideals were

threefold courtesy, valour and bene-
ficence; those of the modern knight
are friendship, charity and benevo
lence.

"In contrasting these ideals, let us
consider first courtesy and friendship.
Courtesy is civility. Its highest type
was in Lord Chesterfield, who de-

clared it was better to return the
dropped handkerchief gracefully than
to pive a thousand pounds awkardly;
that promotion more often came by
proper air than by faithful service.

"There is too much such teaching
today. Many a young man in the
modern high school is well acquainted
with tho requirements of civility. He
dresses according to recent fashion in
his many colored hat, shoes in which
he cannot walk and in his cuffed trous-
ers is perfectly at home in society;
but the same young man who is at
ease in the drawing room is at a loss
oftentimes in the examination room.

"Valour, although an important vir-
tue, is not to be compared with the
charity of the modern knight. The
church or lodge without charity be-

comes the byword of modern society,
the church or society inspired by it
must ever increase in efficiency and
power.

"The contrast between the benefic-
ence of ancient knighthood and the
benevolence of modern times lies
chiefly In their fields of operation. The
good deeds of ancient knighthood
were mainly in contending for a creed
and tho defense of the fairer sex. The
good deeds of modern knighthood are
in the service of the sick and the giv-
ing to the needy.

"Knights of Pythias, with over ROft,-00- 0

members, is giving its millions not
to build battleships and furnish muni-
tions of war. but to help its less for-
tunate brethren. Money spent for
arms and munitions creats schisms
and disensions, while that spent for
charity breaks down the middle wall
or partition and promotes universal
brotherhood."

T. J. Parsons said in
part: "In the passing of Mrs. Van
Alstyne (Fanny Crosby) the world has
lost one of its bravest spirits and the
Christian church onp.of .its sweetest
singers of modern timeX Those of us
that have the use of our eyesight
cannot begin to realize the terrible
affliction of blindness. What a trial
it must be never to behold the radiant
smiles or look into the depths of the
sparkling eyes of those we love, never
to feast our eyes upon the panorama
of life in home and street and mart,
never to know the rapture of a charm-
ing landscape, made radiant with the
rays of the noonday sun.

"When Fanny Crosby was six weeks
ole she was imprisoned in the dark
dungeon of blindness, doomed to spend
94 years of continuous nights in this
world of liprht and beauty. Many a
less heroic spirit would have grieved
nt such a fate and curse the day she
was born, or yield a helpless victim
to the force of circumstances.

O Civilians' Rifle Club Draws Charter
Membership of More Than Hundred

NEW DREADNOUGHT READY

Queen Elizabeth Will Be Manned By
tho Audacious Crew.

LONDON, Feb. 15. II. M. S. Queen
Elizabeth, England's newest dread-
nought, passed her trials last week and
is now waiting at Portland with her
full crew on board. She is a ship of
27,500 tons, 2,000 tons more than the
Audacious, whose crew she has taken
over. She carries eight 15-in- ch guns
and 16 six-inc- h, with 12 anti-airshi- p

guns and four submerged torpedo
tubes. She was built at Portsmouth
and was completed in October last.
The Queen Elizabeth is equipped with
Parsons turbines and burns only oil.
The designed horse power is 58,000.
She is heavily armored against aerial
attack and her estimated cost is $12,-000,00- 0.

The designer estimates she
will make 25 knots.

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TUBERCULOSIS IS

CURABLE DISEASE

During the Last Five Months
Twenty-tw- o People Have
Been Discharged From Local
Anti-Tuberculo- sis Camp.

Twenty-tw- o South Bend people now
occupying positions in business are
enabled to do so through the work of
the ist. Joseph county anti-tuberc- u

losis society, according to a report of
the society covering the five months
of its operation.

Since the establishment of Health-wi- n

cam), four miles north of the city,
by the society last .September, 49 pa-
tients have been treated there. These
patients include many incurable cas-
es, which are not considered by other
tuberculosis camps. Of this number,
27 are at the camp at the present time
while the rest have been discharged,
to take up their work in factory, store
and office in South Bend.

One of the most pleasant features
of taking the white plague cure at
Healthwin camp is the food. Fresh
egps, an abundance of good milk,
chicken and other meats and foods
designed to strengthen the lungs and
body are supplied to each patient.

Individual "wigwams" or portable
cottages are furnished for each one.
The cottages have canvas sides and
have openings at th2 top with windows
on the sides.

People of all age;; inhabit these wig-
wams. The youngest is a boy of 10,
while the oldest is an old lady of 6 2,
both being there for the same pur-
pose. The records show that the ma-
jority of the people are below the age
of CO with an average of 2 0 years.

In addition to the work for the tu
bercular done at the camp, a free tu-- j
berculosis clinic in operated on the
first floor of the court house by the
anti-tuberculo- sis society for the bene-
fit of tubercular ivfflicted. Here all
that think they an: afflicted with the
disease may be examined without
charge by competent physicians. If
they iprove to be t ubercular they are
sent to the camp immediately, or if
they wish to take treatments in their
homes, medicines for such treatment
is dispensed at the clinic and the best
method of treatment is recommended
by the examining physician.

The clinic is in charge of Miss Veva
Harrison and is open every day. Its ,

The plans of the club make their appeal par-

ticularly to the men who have sporting blood in
their veins and, of course, that includes nearly all
men. A member of the organization is not putting
himself in line for military training as a consequence
of his becoming a member, but he is merely putting
himself in line for instruction in the fine art of
shooting. The federal government is interested in
the work of such a club to the extent of donating
a certain number of rifles and a certain amount of
ammunition to begin with, and thereafter selling the
rifles and ammunition to members at cost price.

Interest in a rifle range to be established some-
where near the hills east of the city will be shared
by the club with the local militia company. The
range will be located near a car line so that it
can be reached conveniently at any time. Shooting
on the range will be always under the supervision
of exper riflemen, who will give instruction in all
the details of marksmanship. In addition there 5s

to be established an indoor range where practice
may be had with 22-cali- ber rifles.

Practice on the ovt-do- or range will include slow
fire and rapid fire at bull's-ey- e and silhouette targe's
at distances of 300 yards, 500 yards and r,oo yards.
In the slow fire at a distance of COO yards the shoot-
ing is done from a prone position; 10 shots being
fired, with no time limit, at an eight-inc- h bull's-ey- e

target. At 500 yards the shots are fired from the
same position at a 20-in- ch bull's-ey- e and at 600
yards the same conditions hold expect that the rifle-
man is permitted to use a sandbag rest.

The rapid lire practice includes shooting 10 shots
in one and a. half minutes at a silhouette figure
measuring 26 Inches across by 19 inches high and
representing the figure of a prone man. This is
at a distance of 200 yarjls and from a kneeling
position. At 300 yards 10 shots are fired at the
same target in two minutes from a prone positicn.

Not only will members of the club have the satis-
faction of learning how to handle the powerful,
long-rang- e rifles, such as are used in bipr game
hunting and in the army, but their adeptness will
be rewarded with buttons priven by the National
Rifle association showing whether one has become
a "marksman," a "sharpshooter" or an "expert."
The Krag rifle, which can be bought by members
for J 5, or the SprinKtield, which can be bought lor
J 12.50, are such as can be adapted for big game
shooting and it is for this reason that many ;tre
taking advantage of the opportunity offered by the
new organization.
