lowed the adoption of the constitution,
was sinking to a low ebb of national
honor. The masses were fearful lest
the safeguard of their newborn liberty
should prove the means of tyranny.
They were demanding Justice.

"Then upon the dark clouds of fear
and uncertainty, a strong hand wrote
In letters of fire, 'The constitution
still lives; is now and ever shall be
the voice of the people. The govern-
ment is amenable to its limitations.'

"The masses were silenced and paci-
fied. John Marshall had spoken the
word which made the constitution a
reality, and fixed forever tho status
of a nation."

Discussion of the paper followed its
reading, after which the members
present appointed an arrangement
committee of three, composed of Or-ri- e

Parker, Samuel 15. Pettengill, who
acted as chairman, and Ienn J. Oare.
