Speaks at St. Mary's this Afternoon.

WILL ADDRESS
BANQUET

Dedicating a monument on Pronson
campus, Notre Dame university, in
memory of tho heroes of tho Maine,
Saturday morning, Hon. Josophus
Daniels', secretary of the navy, re-
viewed the history of Indiana men. In
tho navy and eulogized their gallantry.

Kxerciscs were held in Washington
hall at the university at 1J:')0, after
which the unveiling of the monument,
which is a particular tribute to John
Henry Shillington, a former student
of tho university who went down with
tho Maine, took place. Luncheon for
tho secretary and invited guests was
served in the main refectory at noon,
Father Cavanaugh presiding.

This afternoon the secretary w;ts to
speak at St. Mary's and this evening
he will be the principal speaker and
guest of honor at a dinner of tho
Press club at the Oliver hotel. Tho
dinner will be informal and tho ser-
vice will begin promptly at 6:"Q.
Ladies will leave their hats with tho
maids. Father Cavanaugh, Congress-
man. Barnhart. King Lardner and J.
P. McFvoy will also bo among tho
honor guests.

The necessity for beginning prompt-
ly is emphasized the fact that ow-

ing to the press of business at Wash-
ington, Sec'y Daniels is obliged to re-

turn ;it !t :.".: Saturday night. The ar
rangements will give ample time for
his address, however.

The secretary spoke at Notre Dame
Saturday r. ornir.g as follows:

The na. has been richly rcerui ed
from Indian...

Scott's death will close forever, it
is thought by the police, every pos-

sible course from which might bo
learnt d the details of the afternoon
of the shooting.

Protest Over Lusitania Sinking
Likely to Result in Protract-
ed Quibbling, According to
Present Indications.

WASHINGTON, May Discon-
certing reports that the German note
in reply to the American protest on
the Lusitania tragedy will be indirect
with a prospect of protracted quib-
bling over facts between the two na-
tions, were understood tiHlay to bo
wonying otticials who await patieniay
Gej many's reply.

Although it is claimed at the state,
department that no otlkial foiccast
of the reply has been received, admin-
istration otticials canr.o. disregard cn-tiie- ly

tho apparently trustworthy ru-
mors from abroad that Germany's
reply, while conciliator', w ill nt con-
form in directness and frankness to
the note of Pres't Wilson regarding
the submarine activity of the kaiser'a
n vy.

The long parleys about the contents
of the reply relating particularly to
the Lusitania case, the delay of Ger-
many in adjusting tho controversy
which has aiisen out of the Gulilight,
Falaba and Frye inci lents and tho
growing undercurrent .ure that Ger-
many will attempt to prolong diplo-
matic correspondence on all ttuso
cases, gave much concern to the ad-
ministration. One report was that
Germany ti rs t will seek to have the
United States answer jes" or "no" to
the questions. "Did the Lusitania
have aboard war munitions for tho
aiilcs? Was she a peaceful merchant-
man or an auxiliary oruier mount-
ing concealed cannon? Did he carry'
Canadian soldiers b und for the
front "

Will .Make Stipulation.
Mm h credence is gien here to re-

ports that hel'ore answering the United
States directly on the future conduct
of its submarine warfare, Germany
will Ftipulate that tho United States
conline its representations to the broad
subject of the facts in the Lusitania
case before taking up the general
policv of submarine attacks.

It "is pointed out that if these ru-

mors be true. Germany may consume
a great deal of time in reaching an
agreement on facts before she gets
down to the real point involved the
safety of American lives aboard pas-
senger ships of belligerents or the ves-

sels of neutral nations.

Count von Pernstorff has wired
his government that the press of tho
United States is impatient over the de-la- v

Rain Falls in Torrents Causing
Serious Flood Conditions
Throughout District Rail-

road Tracks Submerged.

CHICAGO, May 20. Pain and
lightning storms, floods and high
winds which have swept over Kansas,
western Missouri, Oklahoma, Arkan-
sas and sections of Illinois, and tho
central states generally, have caused
tho loss of at least IS lives and tho
destruction of an immense? amount of
property.

Today with the downpour ccasincr
in most of this widespread area, Hood
conditions were serious and tho sub-
merged area was increasing in propor-
tions. Travel to the west out of Kan-
sas City is seriously handicapped and
in many cases trains have been an-
nulled. Levees along the Arkansas
river continued to break today with
alarming freiueney along a wide rcarh
of territory, and tho worst flood in its
history was sweeping down the Arkan-
sas valley.

To the south Arkansas was perhaps
the worst sufferer. There many
streams were out of their banks and
reported rising. People living in low-
lands along many streams w ere forced
to tlee.

At North Platte. Neb., business hns-hee-n

suspended because of Hood
stages. All along 1he Platte river the
water was tho highest in tb? years and
the crest was not yet in si,.ht.

Hood Warnings S Out.
Flood warnings liave been snt to

residents along the Dos Moines river
and other streams in Iowa to be pre-
pared to leave on a. moment's notice.
In Pes Moines, hundreds of pcoplo
moved to higher -- round for the niht
and today awaited the passing of the
Hood.

Throughout Illinois, the rain of tho
past three or four days has broken all
records. Approximately fo-i- r inches
of rain has fallen in the vicinity of
Peoria and train schedules in that
section of the state were only par-
tially maintained. Kailroad men to-

day stated that it might be necessary
to shut off all train service out of the
city before night. Calls for help have
been received from many places in tho
lowlands around Peoria.
