French Report Says New Type

Fails to Reach Mark Berlin

Reports Recapture of Sugar
Factory.

LONDON, June ;. Bombardment
of Metz and Verdun by rival batteries,
coupled with fresh French successes
north of Arras, and the German claim
that the Souchez surar factory, cap-

tured three days ago by the French,
is aain in the hands of th'i Germans
are tho most important developments
reported Friday night from Paris and
Berlin.

The appearance of a new long range
gun on the German line before Ver-
dun is reported from Paris. From tho
location of the German batteries be-

fore this French stronghold it would
appear that the new aibiitlon to the
German besieging force must have a
remarkable range, although the
French report says of the several
shells tired none reached its mark.

St. Die, also on tho eastern end of
the front, also was under bombard-
ment by German guns, but according
to Paris no material damage was
done.

Field Marshal lrcnch reports tho
capture of some outbuildings in the
Chateau Hooge, three miles cast of
Ypre.5. The German report says the
British attacks here were repulsed.

British forces, according to Gen.
French, captured 2 0 yards of German
trenches northeast of Gienchy, but
were compelled to evacuate them ow-
ing to the intense lire of the German
guns.

In the face of reports from Berlin
that the Germans again are in posses-
sion of the Souchez sugar mill, the
Paris report states that to the cast of
the factory the French progressed,
storming an isolated station held by
the Germans, taking a number of pris-
oners, while to the north a German
trench was captured, moie prisoners
falling into French hands. The
French report does not mention any
action at the sugar factory.

Berlin states that the Germans have
recaptured the greater ran of the
trenches lost to the French in 1

Pretre wood. Since the French re-
port claiming undisputed possession
of this forest, no mention of any re-
verses have been made in the 134-1- 3

stattmentu.

WAR WITH GERMANY
HINTED IN DISPATCH

Message Said to Have Come From
Amsterdam is Declared

Absurd.
LONDON, June I. The p:xchange

Telegram Co. which maintains a tick-
er service In London bends out the
following under an Amsterdam date:

"A message from Berlin states that
the American colony has been olii-cial- ly

warned that diplomatic rela-
tion between Oennaro" and America
may be broken within 4S hours."

The dispatch continues:
"The Americans have been warned

to hold themselves ready to leave
Germany.

"The German newspapers openly
discuss the impending rupture with
Washington which they say will clear
the situation and show Germany
where her real enemy is."

WASHINGTON. June 5. The Ex-
change Telegram dispatch from Am-
sterdam saying that a rupture of
diplomatic negotiations between Ger-
many and the United States may oc-
cur within 4S hours was pronounced
"absurd" Friday night by a prominent
otllciai of the state department who is
in a position to know the nature of
Pres't Wilson's new note to Germany.

RUSS ENGINEERS HERE

NKYV YORK. June On the
steamer Bergensfjord Friday arrived
six eminent Russian engineers, corn- -
misioned to visit the United States
and Canada in connection with a
$100,000,000 order that has been
placed with American and Canadian
manufacturers.

The party will sta.y in this city
about two weeks, after which th-- y

will make a tour of the various plants
that already have commenced the
manufacture of rolling 5tock, ma-
chinery and general railroad equip-
ment for Russia. They will then pro-
ceed to Canada, and assume similar
duties there.
