CHARLEST0WN NAVY

YARD IS INSPECTED

Sec'y Daniels Attends Confer-

ence at State House.
Govs. Hammond and

VVhiteman Speak.

BOSTON, Aug. 25. Tho inspection
of the great tlect of the North Atlantic
squadron as it lay off Boston light was
the feature of today's gathering of tho
governors' conference.

The proud flotilla which constitutes
the first defense of Uncle Sam, com-
prised 16 battleships of the first class,
five armored cruisers of the most
formidable construction and a great
array of torpedo boat destroyers, aux-
iliaries and the minor components of
a strictly ute lighting
organization.

Gov. Walsh had asked for one bat-
tleship to be placed at the disposal of
the visiting dignitaries. Sec'y Daniels
answered by sending the great squad-
ron. He came himself also and took
part In the review, and he personally
attended the conference at the state
house and delivered his message of
greeting.

Socretary Transfers lias.
Sec'y Daniels transferred his flag

from the Dolphin to the flagship Wy-
oming. Admiral Frank Fletcher com-
mands the fleet.

The fleet comprised these battle-
ship: Wyoming, Arkansas, North Da-

kota. Texas. Utah. Florida, Michigan,
South Carolina, Virginia, Georgia, Ne-

braska, New Jersey, Louisiana, Con-
necticut Minne.sota and New Hamp-
shire; and these flrst class cruisers, in
addition to those of minor craft:
Washington, Des Moines. Montana,
Tennessee and Birmingham.

Following the business meetings of
tho conference this forenoon at the
state house, the governors left by au-
tomobile for the Charlestown navy
yard. There with their lady guests,
they boarded the Wyoming. Tnen
followed a sail down the harbor,
luncheon aboard the Wyoming, and
the review of the fleet.

The fleet then proceeded in impos-
ing procession north along the coast to
Gloucester. The governors and their
ladles left the Wyoming at the old fish
city.

Shiiw Turn South.
From that point the battleships,

cruisers and the auxiliaries immedi-
ately turned south and cruised for the
southern drill grounds.

This evening the trip will terminate
at the Eastern Yacht club, where din-
ner will bo served, with the Boston
chamber of commerce as host.

The mornine session of the confer-
ence was presided over by Gov. Frank
M. Byrne of South Dakota, and the
speakers were Gov. Winfield S. Ham-
mond of Minnesota and Gov. Charles
S. Whitman of New York. The latter
spoke on "Conservation." Gov. Ham-
mond's topic was "Economy and Elli-cien- cy

in the State."
Gov. Whitman of New York, in his

speech recommended that a census h
taken of i?ame a? well a; of all the
resources of a state and that all states
cooperate in conserving" the game,
forests, waters and natural wealth
which is distributed largely through-
out large districts of the United States.

TO flIO HMTIENS

Sec'y Lansing Denies United
States Has Plans of An-

nexation.

WASHINGTON. Aug. 2.". A com-
plete disavowal that the United states
plans annexation either of the whole
or part of Haiti was made by Sec'y
of State Iinsing today. The secre-
tary declares this government had
acted to save the Haitien people from
professional revolutionists and that
the proposed convention docs nut
even ask an American naval bae in
Mole St. Nicholas.

'The 1'nited States has only one
purpose in mind at this time," said t

Sec'y Lansing. "That is to help the
Haitien people and to prevent them
being exploited by professional revo-
lutionists.

"We and other countries have
great interests in Haiti. Yet the dis-
organizes. I cannot call them real
revolutionists, have trampled on our
rights and those of other nations.
They have refused to support any
government.

"People have been and are starv-
ing in the streets of the large cities
because the authorities are afraid to
bring in food stuffs from the coun-
try districts where they are going to
waste. The convention that we have
asked Haiti to agree to is designed
purely and simply to protect the in-
terests of Haitiens. It does not even
ask the guaranteeing of an American
naval base in Mole St. Nicholas. .

"The convention, it must also be
remembered, must be approved by
the United States senate before it
can bo made effective."

Se-c'- Iansing stated further that
th principle enunciated by Pr)'t
Wilson In his Meddle speech that the
United States would not acquire by
contest a single foot of foreign terri-
tory would rule in our dealings with
Haiti.
